Inasmuch as the Income Tax pay-
ments that fell due on 30th April last were
postponed to 3lst August, this will remind
you that any balance due must be remitted
to your District Inspector of I Tax on
or before 3lst August, 1944 to avoid penalty.
To be sure that the payments are correctly
credited to your account, your remittance
should be accompanied by a letter showing
clearly your full name and address and stdt-
ing that the payment is to be applied to
your 1943 income tax.
