A warning that unions might
be outlawed in this Province if
they caused - work stoppages was
sounded last night by Premier J.
Walter Jones in an address be-
fore the Charlottetown branch of
the Canadian Legion.

The Premier said he was happy
ta say that proportionately more
veterans had gone back to the
land in Prince Edward Island
than in any other Province, but
added that they must all be pre-
pared for hard work.
