MUSGRAVE HARBOR. Nfid,
Sept. 16—(C.P)—Awaiting arriv-
al of Captain Eddie Rickenbacker
in’ his rescue motorship Lincoln II,
Dick Merrill and Harry Richman
were prepared tonight to spend a-
nother night in this isolated fish-
ing vilage where they ended 2
westward Transatlantic flight day
before yesterday.

Thelr powerful monoplane
“Lady Peace” was still in.the bog
where it landed Monday, although
the two fliers had labored with
villagers today to uncover it from
the muck in which it sank while
landing. The nose was deeply
imbedded and the plane's hull
pointed skyward form the swamp
at a 40-degree angle.

Although the fliers admitted
“very trying experiences have
made our nerves and tempers ragg-
ed” they showed no unfriendli-
ness towards each other as they
worked to free the plane and de-
nied reports they had fought with
each other during the flight as to
whether they would dump gasoline
to make the Lady Peace lighter.

If the Lady Peace can be freed
from the bog and repaired here.

| She is the frst plane to have made
a non-stop return flight across
the Atlantic.
