FIRE BLIGHT

This is a serious disease of the
pomaceous fruits, that is, the ap-
ples, pears, and quinces, the lattex
however heing of no importance to
us, Fire blight is found in all the
frult growing districts of Canada,
and we are not exempt. Pamphlet
No. 138, New Series, “Fire blight of
Pears and Apples” may now be had
on application to the Publications
Branch, Ottawa. The orchardist will
find in id a clear account of the
symptoms, the methods ofinfection,
and the method of control, the lat-
ter (as the author intimates) not
being an easy matter. To add to the
difficulty fire blight is known to at-
tack the hawthorn, the’ mountain
ash_and a few related ornamentals,
and it follows that if these are not
subjected to careful scrutiny, they
may persist as centres from whence
the orchard may be re-infected.
Young orchard trees in this district
have been totally. destroyed by the
disease,

METEOROLOGICAL NOTE

The heavy rain of Aug, 12-13,
equalled the total rainfall for July,
and was almost an inch ahead of
the rainfall for June. It was only
exceeded (In recent years) by the
heavy rainstorm of Oct, 3-4, 1929. Ot
course thgse records are for my own
district and the distribution of rain
is not always general: taking two
recording stations, although they
may be only a mile apart, their fig-
ures on dany particular rainfall may
not agree.

But here is a matter to ponder
over., On August 13th, the sun, Ven-
us, the new moon, and the earth
were in line, somewhere about 4
o'clock in the. afternoon. This coin-
cidence is very significant. What
‘was very extraordinary, this great
rainfall took place under an unusu-
ally high barometer. Venus was
nearest the sun on August 18th, and
the intervening days were charac-
terized by lowering skies with oc-
casional bursts of sunshine, humid-

iry, heat and electrical storms.

FINE HOME FESTIVAL
. OF BRITISH TALKIES

(Canadian Press)

LONDON, August 18—British
talking films have reached a high
degree of excellence, as has been
shown in the festival at Malvern
arranged by John Maxwell, of Brit-
ish International’/Pictures, Limited.
The festival has been held at the
Malvern Picture House under the
direction of Roy W. Limbert. The
films presented duzing the festival,
so far as possible, were rep \
ative examples of the progress
made in British production since
the introduction of sound. - The
opening picture was John Gals-
worthy's play “The Skin Game,”
which has been transferred to the
screen by Alfred Hitchcock.

The second. picture shown was
“Dreyfus,” a film dealing with the
famous espionage case, and direct-
ed by Milton Rosmer and F. W.
Kraemer, One of the chief scenes
in this film is the reading of the
“Jaccuse” letter by Zola, in which
she names the different people who
caused Dreyfus to be wrongly con-
victed of espionage. The characters
enacting this scene, which takes
place in' Clemenceau’s office, are
Miss Beatrix Thomson as Mme,
Dreyfus, Cedric Hardwicke as Drey-
fus, Leonard Shepherd as Clemen-
ceau, and George Merritt as Zola.
To ensure absolutegcorrectness of
detail, records and designs were
specially studied by.the directors,
Military and historical experts also
held a watching brief throughout
the production of the film, which
has been made in three versions—
English, French and German.
“Dreyfus” was followed by ‘“Tell
England,” “Glamor,” an original
story by Seymour Hicks, who him-
self appears in the film, together
with Miss Ellaline Terriss, Miss
Mazgot Grahame, Beverley Nichols,
and Basil Gill; “Uneasy Vittue,”
directed by Norman Walker, with
Miss Fay Compton, Adele Dixon,
Edmund Breon, and Hubert Har-
ben ‘In the cast; and “Keepers of
Youth,” based on Arnold Ridley's
play of the same name, and direct-

ed by Thomas Bentley, with Robin
Irvine, Garry Marsh, Q. B. Clar-
ence, and Miss Mary Clare in the
chief parts. .

With the exception of “Tell
Epgland,” all the films in the Mal-
vern programme have been pro-
duced by British International
Pictures, Limited, at their studios
at Elstree. “Tell England,” which
is based on Ernest Raymondss nov-
el of the same name, was directed
for British Instructional Films by
Anthony' Asquith and Geoffrey
‘Barkas. It took over 18 months to
produce, as many obstacles such as
reconstructing the Gallipoli land-
ing scenes, had to be surmounted
before this plece of British ‘War
history could be transferred to the
screen.
