‘“Man is armed to the teeth, so to
speak, against these invisible invad-
ers.

The
swaying hairs or ciliae of the wind-
pipe are constantly lashing back the
dust particles which work havoc ip
the delicate mechanism of the lungs.

fighting conditions as they exist or

the abolition of these conditions al-
together.

“It won't be long now before some

one will discover some way of dissol-
ving the mineral substance that de-
posit during the lifetime on the walls
of the arteries. This will mean much
towards increasing the span of life,
for through the blood the body is
nourished, and that means that the
guards of the body are nourished al-
s0.
