lady, who lived alone, was found

dead Saturday afternoon in the out-
skirts of 8t.

Not only
the marks on the body,
of disorder in which the house was
found when neighbors entered, point-
ed clearly to a brntal murder having
been committed by some unidentified
individual who made good his es-
cape. Mrs, Chevalier had been dead
at least twelve hours when her body
was discovered,

Robbery is the supposed motive of |
the deed. The house was completely
ransacked. Mrs, Chevalier's clothing '
was badly torn, showing that there
wag a struggle before she was felled
to the floor, probhably by a short
piece of iron pipe which lay near the
body.

A bullétin recently issued by the
Census Department  gives statistics
of the defective classes in Canada. In
compiking the information an eflort
was made to differentiate between the
insane and the idiotic or feeble mind-

ed. In previous censuses the records
for the latter class were either not
obtained or even included with  the

records of insane under the general
heading Unsound Mind. y

The number of blind in all Canada
in 1911 was 3.238, deaf ‘and dumb
4,584; insane 14.702; idiotic 5,387;
making the total of defectives 28.611
of whom 15,530 were males and 13.-
081 females.
From 1901 to 1911 the total num-
ber of infirm increased by .42 per
cent., the increase in population for
the same period being 34.17. It is
interesting to note that in each
enumeration the number of male de-
fectives exceeded that of the females.

idiotic 29,275 males, 28.363 females.
The ‘comparison of defectives by
provinces, by nationality, by birth-
place and by occupation will make a
subject for serious study.

Mr. Lloyd George's scheme is  to|
convert the present Board of Agri-
culture into a Department of Lands
with certain judicial powers to re-
duce rents on small farms analogous
to those possessed by the Scottish
law courts, Large farmers also
would have the right to appeal for a
reduction of vrent if the ac-
tion ° of the State caused u
rise in the wages of the farm lab-
orers, In such anevent the land-
lord would have to come in as a con-
tributor. Similarly in times of great
agricultural depression a temporary
lessening of the rent would be ob-
tainable.

The new department is also to be
given power to acquire at a reason-
able price all waste, derelict and
neglected tracts of land and to plant
them with forests and to reclaim
them with a view to their cultiva-
tion. The game laws are to b8
amended, and where desirable the
Government will build laborers’ cot-
tages out of the Insurance Fund
reserve.

These are the outstanding features
of the new Liberal land policy, de-
tails of which have been anxiously
waited for since Mr. Lloyd George
first . appointed a committee to in-
vestigate the subject some two years
ago.

The Unionist policy has been be-
fore the country for some time hav-
ing been propounded in May by Lord

Lansdowne. It is divided into three
parts.

(1) An occupying ownership for
the sitting tenant of alarge or

small farm;

(2) An
villagers,
small holdings of land round
villages;

(3) A farm colony system for the
benefit of those who have little or no
expert knowledge, but who are de-
sirous of becoming agriculturalists.

The root idea of the first object is
that of providing the means to the
tenant farmer of acquiring forthwith
and without any capital outlay a
proprietary interest in his farm.
The offfy plan open to him hitherto.—
and then only to the small holder—
has been that of borrowing 80 per
cent. of the purchase money, and the
necessity of providing the 20 per
cent. to hegin with has been a stum-
bling xck in almost every casec.
The ionists are satisfied that
State assistance can’ safely be given
to the exte|nt of the loan of the
wh,ole of the purchase money if pro-
vision is made for repayment by in-
stalments commencing at once.

For the . villages a block of ' land
is to be bought by the Parish Coun-
cil and each villager so desiring it
will obtain a slice simply by pay-
ing a moderate rental half yearly
to the Council and at the end of
twenty-five years, or sooner, the land
is his own.

The farm colonies will be conduct-
ed on the principle so successfully
worked by the Irish Agricultural or-
ganization. One of the lessons learn-
ed by that organization is that
co-operation can be most successfal-
ly carried out in agriculture provid-
ed general agricultural trading is
kept distinct from agricultural co-
operation, That is, co-operation is
most successful in agriculture when
it is confined to the joint use of
horses ard implements, instruction
in, and development of, modern met-
hods of cultivation, and the market-
ing of produce. £

JAPAN WILL BENEFIT
BY ‘“BIG DITCH.”

TOKIO, Oct. 25.—Japan expects to
make long strides in her foreign com-
merce as a result of the opening of
the Panama Canal. The ports on
the eastern coast of both South. and
North America are at once opened up
to her export trade, and everything
possible will be done to find markets
there for Japanese goods,

The "present trade routes from Ja-
pan to European ports by way of the
Suez Canal will not be 'affected by
the vperation of the Panama route.
Japanese steamers will continue run-
ning by way of Suez, for they are
thereby enabled to pick up freight at
many ports on the way in China, In-
dia and in the Mediterranean. Hence
it has been decided here that it will
be unprofitable to divert stearnships
to Hurope by way of Panama, as no
freight can be delivered or obtained
in the long stretch across thé Paci-
fic. But new lines of steamers even-
tually will be sent to New York and
to the eastern coast of South Amer-
ica, where Japan hopes to find big
markets for her china and lacquered
ware, her straw mattings and straw
braids, as well as her teas, and at
the same time increase her markets
for raw silk,

MONTREAL MAN SEEKS TO
OBTAIN CUSTODY OF SON.

TORONTO, Oct. 25—The efforts of
Philip Kenna, of Montreal, extending
over three-years in a hitherto vain
cflort to obtain the custody of his
five year old son, Frederick, culmin-
ated yesterday in an argument be-
fore the appellate division by Louis
Monahan, acting for- Kenna, and H.
M. Mowat, representing the Chil-
dren's Aid Society, and the child's
l(()lster parents. Judgment was reserv-
ed.

Kenna, who is a Roman Catholic,
married a Protestant in Manchester
ten years ago. They later came to
Montreal, where the child was born
and baptized in the Catholic church.
Four years ago the family came to
Toronto, where they separated. In
July the next year, Kenna wrote to
a Mrs. Jones to deliver up the child,
unconditionally, to his wife, a letter

which Mrs. Kenna construed as an
absolute renunciation on her hus-
band’'s part of parental control,

whereas Kenna contends it really was
an order to restore the child into his
wife’s hands, that they might re-
sume united housekeeping. Possession
of his son and a charge was luid in
the police court. It was the CLil-
dren’s Aid Society that took the
, | child from the motber, and placed it
with foster parents, Mr. and Mrs.
Albert Breckon, well-to-do people.

Last May Kenna applied to Justice
Middleton to remove the boy from
the foster parents and have it placed
with its god-parents, Mr, and Mrs.
Houisdos Charlesbois of Montreal, e
to pay them $3.50 per week for main-
tenance. Justice Middleton doubted
the father's ability to maintain the
payments out of his nine dollars a
week. *‘I"do not think,’”’ he said, “I
am compclled to sacrifice the child’s
future.””

Before ' the court of appeal Mr.
Monahan urged that under the law
the father was entitled to the cus-
tody of the child.

SHAUGHNESSY SAYS
NO ADDITION TO
ATLANTIC FLEET.

WINNIPEG, October 25—-8ir
Thomus Shaughnessy, who reached
the city yesterday from the south,
spent the day with Vice-President
Bury and other officials of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway.

Questioned on the wheat situation
Sir Thomas said: ‘‘On our whcle sys-
tem we have carried 20,000 more
cars this year than up to the corres-
ponding time last year. We have
added 200 locomotives ‘and 6,000
freight cars to rolling stock. Thus
we now have 85,000 cars and 2252
locomotives.

““There is a tremendous amount o(
construction going ‘on this year,’”’ he
added. ‘‘At midsummer there were
1,905 miles of road under construc-
tion, aside from double tracking. We
hope to get track laid on 1,200 miles
of that before the end of the year,
which will leave 700 miles—quite a
big railroad in itself—to finish up.
Between 1,500 and 1,600 of the 1,905
are in the West."'

Asked if, the C. P. R, planned in-
creases in the Atlantic fleet, Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy replied: ‘‘No,

we have two vessels under construc-
tion, and we have always got plans
under way for vessels, but we do not
contemplate orders for additional
boats next summer.’’

8ir Thomas negatived a rumor that
the C. P. R. contemplated entering
the Australian trade. He had nothing
to add to current despatches in re-
gard to the company’s relations
with the Austrian Government.
