mons. In fact, his appearance
might almost be called porten-
tous, but it belies him for in con-
versation John Hackett has en-
ough humor and charm to sootht
tne most nervous interviewer or
the most critical opponent.

He sits In the House of Com-
mons, almost by natural righw. His
father and his grandfather also
represented Stanstead in Pariia-
ment, It was also almost inevis
table that he should at some time
be made president of the Canad-
fan Bar Association, a posiuon
from which he has just retired,
for not only is he highly versed
in the law, but he is a kind of
watchdog for the judiclary. Cri-
cism of the legal profession, or of

Potato Growers
Reminded Of
Rot Dangers

“The hazard of storage rot in
potatoes i1s considerably increased
this year because of the late blight
rot in the crop,” warned 8. G.
Peppin, District Inspector of Seed
Potato Oertification in an inter-
view yesterday.

Stressing the necessity for im-
mediate cleaning and disinfect-
ing of all potato storage, Mr.
Peppin. pointed out that rot pro-
ducing organisms are able to
survive in farmer’s cellars and
trackside warehouses from one
season to the next and so infect
the new crop unless precautions
are taken,

“Before attempting %Yo store the
new crop,” continued the District
Inspector, “all traces of the cld
crop should be removed from the
storage space and the floor scrap-
ed and swept clean and, with a
solution ¢f mnot less than two
pounds of blue stone to each 10
gallons of water, the floor, walls
and celling must be thoroughly
sprayed.”
