Fish Catch In
P. E. I, Up In Feb.

HALIFAX, March 26-—Maritime
fishermen caught 14,710,400 pounds
of fish, with a landed value of
$670,075 last Februany according to
the monthly report of the Easterm
Division, Department of Fisheries,
issued here tonight.

The catch and landed value

were off from the figures for the
same month in 1945, when 16.440-
200 pounds of fish brought a re-
turn to fishermen of $763,138.

the landed value of $42,6456 were
up considerably from the 419,000
pounds and landed value of $29,-
123 for the similar period of 1945.
