AGAINST THE FIGHT OTTAWA, April 20.—The Senate
has sxtinguished Senator Scott’s bill,
designed to prevent the earrying in-
to Prince: Bdward Island of liquor
intended for sale, and to penalize
the Transpcrtation Companies which
handle liquor.’
