The point is that German delay in falling back until Allied forces
fronting the Roer from Duren to Linnich or along the Meuse in the
Venlo area forced a crossing in strength could lead to a greater dis-
aster than the loss of either defensive line. It could result in virtual
decimation of German forces attempting to reach a mew holding front
before they could get there.

The obvious time for withdrawal in such circumstance is while the
Roer and the Meuse still afford screens behind which main forces could
be retired with little danger of the retreat being turned into a rout.
Regardless of die-at-your-post orders which may have been handed
down from German headquarters, the commander in the west is being
forced to choose between escaping now or soon to secondary defence
positions in the north or risking such losses as to leave him unable to
hold the Erft Line or even Rhine major crossings.

There is no evidence in current battle reports from the Saar region,

, that any ti ber of G first-line troops have
yet been shifted southward from the Aachen-Arnhem area to fend off
the steady advance of the United States 3rd and 7th Armies. Neither
official Allied bulletins nor press accounts indicate that the foe has
been able either behind the Saar or along the Saarbrucken-Rhine sector
to mount any formidable counter-attacks as yet.
