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A PHILOSOPHER

The philosophic editor of the Otta-
wa Citizen the other day raised the|
question, Are we barbarians? and is
not at all sure that the days of bar-
barism are past even in this favored
continent of America. He concludes
that much of our boasted civiliza-
tion and humanitarianism is but a,
thin veneer and that ancient wrongs
are masquerading in modern guise
and many of the old facts of the bar-
baric age survive in our pres:nt life.

Among the facts cited in support of
this rather unwelcome conclusion is,
that there are in North America ten
thousand persons who yearly from
one cause or another are driven to
commit suicide. This means that
every day of the year twenty-seven
persons find the burden of life too
great, as they think, to be borne,
and that every time the clock strikes
the hour it sounds the knell of some
human being who flings himself into
the blackness of darkness, and at
midnight four persons take the shud-
dering leapTinto—the unknown, It is
truly« grewsome and affords a sad
commentary upon our civilization to
think of this ever-moving procession,
‘‘swift - to be hurled, any-
where, anywhere out of the world.”

Proceeding, the sad philosopher of
The Citizen compared with the Hin-
doo mothers. who were wont to
throw their infants into the Ganges,
the cruelty of the modern civic life
with its appalling infant mortality,

which is mainly preventable, and the
children toiling in factories, qeyond
their powers of endurance, robbed of
all the joys of life and driven to pre-
mature graves. These are not pleas-
ant things to contemplate, but they
may bettéer be faced than glossed
over, “‘for it is the fact and not the
form that really counts. Veneers are
vicious. Civilization must penetrate
to the heart. The bad is always bar-
baric. Goodness is from the ground
up, not from the surface down.’’,

There are undoubtedly great evils
besetting our modern life, and these
closely related to the worst evils of
barbaric times, The greed of gain,
the haste to be rich, the decay of
faith and of the old-time homely vir-
tues, are producing a sad harvest on
every. side. But there is also a
brighter side to the picture. There
are more agencies for good abroad
in the world than ever before, and
one of these is the spirit that
prompts to tearing off the mask
from every form of wrong and injus-
tice. We are yet far from the goal
of the idgal in our moral, social and
industrial life, 'but we trust still
struggling .toward it, however blind-
ly. Taking all the facts into consid-
eration, the sad and the tragic along
with the brighter and the more con-
soling, it would seem an unsound
and an unsafe judgment to decide
that the former times were better
than the days in which we live.

The City Fathers have done well
and have kept faith with the people
by submitting a ballot bill to the
Legislature. The ‘Legislature has
done well in endorsing the principle
of the bill, and it is now assured
that hereafter the civic elections will
be conducted by ballot. We record
the fact with great satisfaction. As
a steadfast advocate of the ballot in
both civic and provincial elections
for many years past we have always
felt that it must come and that the
opponents of the ballet were fighting
in a hopeless cause.

It will make a material difference
in several respects when the ballot is
substituted for the open vote. For
cne thing, every elector will feel en-
tirely free to record by his ballot the
result of his honest convictions. An-
other thing will be that no one will
the ballots are counted
how the g¢lection has gone.

Ballot voting tends to quiet and
orderly elections, to the prevention
of quarrels and also in some consid-
erable measure to prevent.corruption
and the exercise of undue influences.
The briber cannot be sure of the de-
livery of the purchased vote as he
would be in open voting. He must de-
pend upon the promise of th: voter
whom he has corrupted, or who has
asked a price for his vote. Such
promises are not by any means al-
ways reliable, especially when both
parties know that it is given in pur-
suance of an unlawful act.

“Another source of satisfaction is
that the ballot once introduced and
not cumbered with any hard or cost-
ly attachments, will be a permanent
thing. No city or town that has
once tried a fair and workable sys-
tem of ballot voting such as is pro-
vided in the city bill, is in any dan-
ger, in this enlightened age of re-
pealing it and going back to the
open vote. It may be added that the
proposed plan follows closely upon
the general lines of the ballot in Do-
minion elections which has stood the
test of experience and has met with
almost universal approval.

IN NEW YORK

NEW YORK, Mar. 23—In a state-
ment to the public issued last night
Magistrate Joseph Corrigan holds
Mayor Gaynor responsible for a dis-
organized condition of ‘the police
force and responsible for the preval-,
ent vice and crime in this city. Gay-
nor, says the ' magistrate, has cur-
tailed the power of the commission-
er, attempting to exercise it himse:f,
and by so doing he has demoralized
the force and made easy the way of
the transgressor.

‘“The town is by far more open
than it was under Devery. There is
not the slightest wattempt made to
enforce the excise law. There has
never been ‘a time when the more
serious offences connected with th:
social evil flourished with suich im-

‘“The town is infested with sturdy
beggars and panhandlers, who walk
the streets almost ' unmolested and
taxe by fgrce, when they can, what
is denied to their pleadings.
