Nova Scotia there has evidently
come an increase of confidence
and a Strengthening
the bonds of friendship betwecn
members who hold somewhat di-
vergent views of the Truth embod-
jed in the Church, Both these new
leaders in the work of the Church
have set their faces against divis-
ions. “All one body we” is their
watch-word, While there must ne
cessarily be differences of opinion
and variety of operation wherever
there are intelligence and freedom
there may be agreement to differ
upon minor points of doctrine and
practice, and all may stand togeth-
er and work together for the
spread of the Faith once for all de-
livered to the saints,

- This truth was voiced by Arch-
bishop Worrell in his charge, “Let
me,” he sald, “appeal to the mem-
bers of the Church in- this Diocese
to stand together for the great
work before us . . . If we are
to be a nation we must sink sec.
tionalism and provincialism and
realize the duty and privilege and
obligation. and responsibility of
membership in this glorious British
Dominon of North America, And it
We are to be the power as a
Church we were intended to be we
must sink parochialism and dioces-
anism in the larger grasp of a
great United Church, ministering
to the multitudes that some day
will dwell in the vast and magni-
ficent land which stretches from
the Atlantic to the Pacific. Let us
put aside small issues and narrow
aims, and with one heart and one
voice join in making the Church
in Nova Scotia (and P. E. Island)
what she can be with the united
action of all her people.”
This was the keynote to the bus-
iness of the synod. Some necessary
changes were made in the canons
on account of the additional Bishop
of the Diocese, and other canons of
secondary impontapce. It was ar-
ranged that there should be for
elergymen coming into and leaying
the Diocese “a reciprocity of bene-
ficlary funds” and it bwas decided
that Bishop HacKenley should be
known as the Coadjutor Bishop of
Nova Scotia. Education was a sub-
Ject of discussion, The need of re-
ligious instruction in the public
schools was insisted upon. The
Archbishop declared that the alar-
ming number of instances of crime
among boys and young men is suf-
ficlent ground for saying that there
must be some defect in the train-
ing of young people, In a few gen-
eratlons, he said,—unless a change
comes—"“The world will be divided
between pagans ‘or agnostics and
those who demand as a civil right
that their children shall be tra’ied
in the faith of Jesus Christ.”
Meantime action was taken in re-
8pect to religious education under
the direction of the Church, In the
Report of the Board of Religious
Education expression was given to
the hope that every parish ir the
Diocesa will have representatives
for each of its activities including
Sunday Schools, Soclal Service and
missionary gervice, at the simmer
school to be conducted this year in
Halifax by President Moore.
