HALIFAX, N. S, Nov. 9-~The at-
tempt of three German amateur
marines to cross the Atlantic in a
thirty foot steel motorboat came to
grief, for the time being at least,
early Friday morning, a few hours
after they had left Halifax harbor
for Hamburg, intending to call at
St. Johns. Bucking a rising gale off
the eastern shore of Halifax county,
their engine broke down, and their
boat, the Karf A 35-14 15 foundering
on the beach at Cape Jarvis, while
the crew of three are recox)erlng from
thelr experience at Pleasant Point.
Joseph Leppick, commander of the
expedition, survived a severe bruis-
ing sustained when he was washed
overboard while trying to cast anchor
and thrown against the rocky shore
after swimming almost a mile
through rough water, His compan-
fons, August Kubatio and Christian
Brato, drifted ashore on the Karfa
shortly afterward, and managed to
leap from the boat to the shore, All
were near exhaustion when they
reached the home of a Pleasant
Point resident and were taken in.

In United States

NEW YORK, Nov. 9—Where the
Prohibition question held tne spot-
light in the congressicnal elections
wet sentiment predominated save for
one notable exception. This was in
Pernsylvania. There Gifford Pinch-
ot, conceded election to the Govern-
orship over John M. Hemphill, his
wet Democratic opponent, may one
day be the leader of the dry forces
in the United States.

Rhode Island In a referendum de-
clared itself three to one against the
18th Amendment. Illinols and Massa-
chusetts expressed themselves simi-
larly, though not so strongly. In the

The anticipated pronouncement of
President Hoover's crime commission
on Prohibition is now awaited with
the keenest expectancy. Mr. Hoover
and his Republican cohorts went ta
victory in 1928 after the Republican
candidate for the White House had
designated Prohibition as "a noble
experiment.”

Whatever interpretation may ba
placed upon the wet and dry results
in the election, and observers agrea
it Indicates at least some wavering
in dry sentiment, there is no doubt
that both Republican and Demo«
cratic parties looking toward the
presidential election of 1932 must
carefully weigh the expression of
opinion.
