This book, according’ to ' British
scholars, opens: ‘& New ema in
Shakespearean critfolsm.

Ten years ago Miss Spurgeon. be~
gan to realize that it wag through
the allusions and metaphors of
Shakespeare's image:y that the best
insight " into the playwright’s likes,
dislikes, interests, and glimpses of
hig personality could be obtained.

Miss Spurgeon has gone through
Shakespeare’s plays and selected
and classified all the images of the
poet’s fancy. There were seven
thousand of them, and she :found
that Shakespeare’s absorbing inter-
est was in nature. She could per-
ceive, also, minor prejudices such
as hatred of noise—“he invariably
spoke of war in terins of noise, re-
ferring to the clamors of hell”
‘Miss ‘Spurgeon found that Mar-
lowe’s imagery pertained mostly to
learning— to classical history and
characters, books and religion; Ben
Jonson was interested in types of
humanity and Bacon in the fam-
iliar surroundings of domestic life.

Miss Spurgeon claimg that—“‘An
image, unlike a phrase or sentence
is the result of an unconcious habit
of thought which no one else can
copy. I am convinced that the im-
age test is an unfailing test of
authorship which scholars might
well apply to the doubtful Shake-
speare plays.”

On April 29th the newly discov-
ered Napoleon letters are to
published. There are about three
hundred letters in the collection
which will be entitled “Napoleon’s
Letters to Marie Louise.”

In some of these letters appears
the word “telegraph” and the pub-
lisbers, Farrar and Rinehart, are
asking readers not to, at once, take
it for granted that the letters are
not authentic. “Although the tele-
graph as we know it was not in-
vented until 1844, there was a ‘“tele-
graph” system in Napoleon’s day
made up of sun-flashing mirrors.”

Between Bradenton and Sarasota,
Florida, there ig the second largest
art museum in the United States.
