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Britain’s Share

Axis propagandists in the United States are
doing a good deal of biting at the heels of the
British, They keep on snarling, “Well, what are
the British doing?” A Washington correspond-
ent of the New York Herald Tribune was annoy-
ed by this, and thought he would find out for
himsel{ what the British are doing.  What he
found out he had vouched for by American au-
thorities aware of what the British are doing.

When Lord Halifax gave a New York audi-
ence recently a picture of what Britain is doing to
whip the Axis, he is said by the Washington cor-
respondent to have understated the facts. He did
not, for instance, give the answer to the sixth col-
umnist who complains that the Americans gave
too many airplanes and tanks to Britain to leave
enough now for the U. S.

But, “for every bomber and fighter airplane
that Great Britain acquired from abroad . during
1941, she exported nearly five to the battle lines
in the Far East, in Libya, in Russia, and else-
where..”

And as to tanks: “Fifteen tanks went out from

the British Isles for every one imported. True
enough, Great Britain fell short on the tanks

promised to Russia up to the end of Januray. Yes,

Still rumor snaps at the British effort, It is
claimed that Britain owed its victories to aircraft
it did not make. The Washington correspondent
says the answer to that is: “Of the aircraft that
defended the British Isles against so many raids,
89 per cent were British-made. Of the aircraft
that won victories for British forces overseas, 75
per cent were British-made, And of the casualties
in the R. A. F. and squadrons serving with it,
75 per cent were suffered by fighters from the
United Kingdom.”

He might have added, too, suggests an ex-
change, that the great expansion in the U. S,
aireraft industry is the result of orders placed
there by Britain and France in the war’s early
days. That foresight is now paying 26 nations big
dividends.

Saved By New Drug

Thousands of lives are being saved in Russia’s
armies by treating their wounds with the group
of drugs known as the sulphonamides including
the famous M. & B.. 693, says the British In-
dustries Bulletin, Supplies of it have formed part
of shipments of drugs despatched from Britain
to Russia,

In bombed cities as on battlefields many lives
can be lost from the infection of wounds. When
the wounded have to be carried long distances, as
In Russia, or wait their turn for surgical opera-
tions, it may be too late to prevent extension of
the infection and the deadly bacteria from cir-
culating through the blood stream.

About three years ago American surgeons
showed that one of the sulphonamide group,
known as sulphanlamide, could be applied in
powder form directly to a wound and that, if this
was done in the early stages, infection of the
wound could be prevented. Early in the war this
procedure was developed by British Army
doctors in France, but it was in London’s air
raids, with hundreds of people receiving dirty
wounds like those of battlefields, that a more
complete body of clinical data was first obtained.

Reserve Army Pay

Pay for the Canadian reserve army, now be-
ing enlarged and revitalized, will continue on the
existing basis, at rates slightly below those of the
active army Basic pay for privates in the re-
serve is $1.20 a day against $1.30 a day for
privates in the actiye army. Pay for higher
ranks shows a corresponding deviation from that
allowed the men of the active forces,  Officers
and men in the reserve army are entitled to ra-
tions and shelter at public expense while in train-
ing camps and transportation to and from camp.
A training day at camp for pay purposes_is 24

hours but for dvill and training at local head-
quarters of their units the men are_paid on the
basis that a morning, afternoon or evening par-
ade lasting two hours is equal to one-third of a
day, and tactical exercise or field training lasting
five hours or anore is equal to a  whole day.
Church parades, small arms training periods of
inspections, if they last two hours or more, are
counted as half-days. No dependents’ allowances
are payable on hehalf of men in the reserve army
hut they are entitled to pensions if killed or jn-
jured in the discharoe of their military dutics.

Imports of softwood lumber into the United
States in 1941 were estimated at 1,183,335,000
feet as compared with 607,184,000 feet in 1940,
an increase of 94.8 per cent, writes Mr. W. D.
Wallace, Office of the Canadian Trade Com-
missioner in New York, in a report to the De-
partment of Trade and Commerce. Canada was
the principal source of supply, accounting for 99
per cent of the total in:pm;ts.*

British government decided on Monday to
limit the price of meals served in hotels and res-
taurants, The limits in each case were not an-
nounced. Sale of fish, game and poultry in hotels
on specified days also is to be prohibited. Decis-
ion to limit the prices of meals followed a public
protest against black marketing which, it was
said, made much of its profit from the patron-
age of luxury clubs, hotels and restaurants will-
ing to pay high prices for rationed foods. Meals
are to be limited to three courses and now no
food may be served after 11 p. m. except in night
workers’ canteens,

It may be recalled that when Hitler visited
Brest in 1940, the British fleet off shore im-
mediately started to bomb the city. The Gestapo
were convinced that the Fleet had becn advised of
the Furhrer’s presence by pro-Allies, and started
“a traitor hunt,” without success but with much
inconvenience to Free French symathizers. Again
the Nazis are suspicious, and have notified the
population of the coastal city to be ready for a
proclamation of a state of siege without advance
notice. The state of siege would be proclaimed
because of “the existence of elements . . . .
which might, when the moment appeared favor-
able, permit themselves to engage in manifesta-
tions which could have unpredictable repercus-
sions,” the German notice said. The declaration,
published in the newspaper Depeche de Brest
said the state of siege, if proclaimed, would last
indefinitely .

Sir Robert Peel, baronet, the twenty-one year
old descendant of the British Prime Minister of
that name is among the crew lost in the British
warship sunk by the Japs in the Bay of Bengal.
The original Sir Robert is historically famous
for three achievements: He created the London
Metropolitan Police who were  designated
“Bobbies” after his Christian name; he carried
the legislation providing Catholic emancipation,
and fathered the Free Trade, policy which made
Britain the dumping ground for the world’s pro-
duce and led to millionaires and combines which
have since cursed humanity. His great-great-
great-grandson who has now sacrificed his life
for his country, was like his ancestor educated
at Harrow, whose “old school tie,” Prime Min-
ister Churchill also wears: Young Sir Robert
intended entering law, but on the outbreak of the
war joined the Navy, at the age of cighteen, as
an ordinary seaman.

The total sinkings from the outbreak of war
to the end of 1941 were about 8.3 million tons.
On the other hand it is probable that enemy los-
ses of shipping for the same period have totalled
not less than 5 to 6 million tons. The total world
loss of sea-going merchant shipping due to the
war may therefore be put at 13 to 14 million tons
out of a pre-war total of 63 millions tons. This
is offset by the partial replacement of tonnage by
building in the British Empire, in neutral coun-
tries, and no doubt to some extent in enemy coun-
tries, and to the huge building program of the
United States, which has provided ahout a mil-
lion dead-weight tons in 1041 and will provide
about 18 millon tons of new shipping over the
next two years. On the debit side there is the
longer haul imposed by the loss of safe passage
through the Mediterranean, This has been esti-
mated as a 30 per cent loss of efficiency to Brit-
ish Empire sea communicatipns, A number of
ships also, while they escaped sinking, have heen
damaged, but the delay to shipping imposed by
the need of repair has been minimized- Assist-
ance given by United States repair yards has
been appreciable.
