“The patient may oomplain that
he gets out of breath on climbing
stairs or doing some work that he
could do easily the previous year;
he may complain of pnlpiutlon
(“thumping”, “ ,” “knock-
ing”); he may notice the palpita-
tlon after ordinary or customary
effort; he may be troubled with a
griplike distress under breast
bone; indigestion—fullness nausea
and occasional vomi ; or only
symptoms may be getting tired
easlf; and ' sleeplessness.”

The five outstanding symgwms
then are breathlessness, palpita-
tion, sore or griplike feeling under
breast bone, indigestion and sleep-

essness.

If an animal or a bridge can-
not carry a heavy load, the animal
or bridge can still carry a lighter
load for & long time. This is the
treatment suggested by Dr. Pars-

onnet.

“Moderation in work and play;
rest and relaxation, if necessary,
for an hour after lunch; a full
night’s sl of eight hours; men-
tal relaxation and forgetting of
business worries at home; moder-
ate exercise.
