The fate of two men aboard &
scow which broke adrift at Borden
late yesterday afternoon was still
unknown early this morning. Nor
had the, whereabouts of the scow
been located ‘as far as could
learned at the téme of going to
press.

‘The scow was part of the dredg-
ing equipment used by the J, P.
Porter and Son construction firme
of Dartmouth, N.S8, but officials
of the company at "Borden would
not reveal the names of the pair
aboard the scow,

Grave fears were being held for
the safety of the men, however,
From one Borden sourcc came a
report that one of the men was a
Mr. Gillis of Summerside while the
other was e Mr, Allen of Tormen-
tine, N.B,, said to have been a for-
mer resident of this Province, The
names were not confirmed official-
ly, however.
