OTTAWA, Oct. 21.—Aggregate Can-
adian trade, exclusive of coin and bul-
lion for the twelve months ending
with July, totalled $1,587,933,707 as
against $919,178,659 for the corres-
ponding period ending with July, 1915.
This is an increase of $668,755,048 or'
over half a billion dollars.

Imports of merchandise totalled
$622,886,350, an increase of over $200,-
000,000, as compared with the total
for the twelve months ending July,
1915, - Exports of merchandise totalled
$965,047,4567 as ‘against $499,872,322,
or an increase of $460,000,000. The bal-
ance of trade in favor of exports dur-
ing the calendar year wag over $340,-
000,000.

The total duty-collected during the
twelve months was $121,906,788, as
against $78,787,427 for the twelve
months ending with July, 1915, or an
increase of about $40,000,000. The av-
erage ad valorem rate of duty on duti-
able goods for the twelve months was
34.44. On all goods imported the av-
erage rate of duty was 19.45 per cent.

MONTREAL EXPLORER
BACK  FROM ORTH

MONTREAL, Oct. 21.— Christian
Leden, the Norwegian scientist. and
explorer is back in Montreal, after
spending . three years and three
months among the Eskimos on the
northwest coast of Hudson Bay, and
the interior of the Canadan barren
ground of the north.

He left Montreal in July, 1913, with
the Hudson Bay Company steamer
Nascopie (the one that took the North
West Mounted Police away about two
months ago on their quest for the Es-
quimo murderers.) At Churchill Le-
den disembarked and sailed north to-
wards Chesterfield Inlet in a big boat
with Esquimo crew. A heavy gale
sprang up, however, and after four
days batting against the elements the
boat was wrecked, and' the explorer
lost all his provisions, outfit.and' clo-
thing, but fortunately all on board es-
caped.
