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THE SMILE CURE.
Funny Remedy For Those Suffering

From Nervous Breakdown.

A complete nervous wreck may be
too far gone to get any benefit from
the ‘“‘smile cure’” that has brought re.
lief to so many, but it is worth trying
at any rate, The very suggestion of a
smile for curing frazzled nerves ought
to bring a hearty laugh from the pa-
tient, it seems so absurd. Most per-
sons who suffer from a nervous break-
down either take “the cure” at some
fashionable resort devoted to the pur-
pose or else bewail the fate which
keeps their purse too “thin” for any
indulgence of that nature. The “‘smile
cure,” however, is something even the
abjectly poor can offord, so none can
object to giving it a fair trial because
of economic reasons.

“I went to several of the nerve spe-
cialists,” he said, “and I didn’t suec-
ceed in getting amy help. Then by
chance I heard of a woman, not a
physician, who had studied mervous
diseases for years and had been very
successful in treating them.

“She began by making me learn to
smile.” You see I had got down to
such depths that I couldn’t smile. It
seemed as if I had lost all power over
the muscles of my face. They had
become set. They not only expressed
the depression I felt, but they actual-
ly added to it. .

“I obeyed instructions. I went home
and for half an hour I steod before the
mirror and I practiced smiling. At
first I had a hard time twisting my
mouth into a smile. In spite of my-
self, the muscles would sag. Then I
saw that the muscles were actually
fighting against me. I kept on trying
and -at the end of half an hour I suc-
ceeded in making a pretty good imita-
tion of a smile. That exercise I con-
tinued several days till I had over-
come the rigidity of those facial mus-
cles and learned to control them.
After a time I found I could smile al-
mosy at will.

At the same
time I would Tesist the depressing
thoughts. The combination of resist-
ing and the smiling would save me
from falling into depression.”

SOME YOUNGSTERS PAST THE
PSALMIST'S LIMIT.

EVERD, . mee——

Men of Years Are No Longer Going
Into Retiremeny Because Life's
Work Is Too Interesting to Give
Up—Several Examples of Men
Who Defy the Mandate of Father
Time to Stand Aside.

The idea that this age of progress
and speed is taking all the sweetnets
out of life and, that because of over-
taxed energy, men are dying before ‘
their time eeems rather fallacious l
when we consider that the world's

,| greatest work 48 being done by men

who have passed the mark that the |
Psalmist eet as the limit of a man’s |
life. The great deeds of the century
are being accomplished by youngsters
over 60. The energy and capability of
the old man oi to-day is one of the
features of the age. 5

In the olden days when “pa’” be-
came ‘“grandpa” and he began to sce
the 60 mark approaching in the near
future, from force of custom, he im-
mediately hung up his coat of useful-
ness and drew his chair up to the
fireside to await with atoic com- |
plucency the call to the great major- |
ity. It is only a few years ago that |
the old man seemed - threatened with
extinction; not only threatened, but
hig extinction seemed an accomplish-
ed fact. Unless a man was young
he wag out of the running and didn't
count any more, but times have
changed since then and most men of
to-day have plenty of youth in them
at 60 and they see no reason for quit- |
ting because a mumber of vigorous
boys and girls, just passing their
teens, call them ‘gran” for short.
If the signs of the times are to be
followed it won’t be long before men
will be just starting to do things
at, 60.

The new lord mayor of London i»
81 years old. The elected savior of
English Conservatism, if the world
will let him save it, is Lord Hals-
bury, who will never- ses his 87th
birthday again. No man under that
agoe was able to put up half the fight
that Halsbury showed and by dint of
an sbsolutely feline facility for dying
in the last ditch on any number of
occasions and appearing perfectly
fresh for the fray the next morning
he has made himself the unquestion-
ed leader of his party. Nor is the
resurrection of the old man confined
to politics, Thomas Hardy is very
busy these days staging a play and
the world knows Thomas Hardy is a
good 72 years old. Taking into con-
sideration all these facts the old man
has come into his own again.

The past is most remarkable for its
lack of old men of deeds. The men
who were doing things™all dropped
off during the years that come be-
tween 650 and 60. In literature most
men had done their best and perhaps
had died by that age. In 'politics
most leaders rose to their greatest
height at 40 and 45 and died natural
or unnatural deaths before they reach-
ed 60. None of the leaders of the
French revolution were old men or
even comfortably. middle-aged. In
the days of the renaissance men per-
haps spread their activity over a
large number .of years with a few
exceptions, but even then they did
not trespass very far on the steep
ground that leads to the allotted three
score and ten.

Taking a look about us it is not
hard to find these wonderful old men
for whom the adjective old is far
from appropriate. There are many
of them—John Bigelow, Lord Strath-
cona, the Earl of Hulsburg, Dr. B.
Weir Mitchell, Sir Thomas B. Crosby,
the new lord mayor of London; Henry
Labouchers, former President Eliot,
of Harvard; F. Hopkinson Smith and
numerous others, all over 70, who are
still at their posts plying the shuttle
of industry.

Tord Strathcona, whoss life has
been one of adventure and enterprise,
at the age of 91 feels that he is still
too young to go into retirement. He
is mentally and physically as clear
as a bell and thinks nothing of a
business trip across the Atlantic in
rough weather. Two years ago he
was thrown from hiy carriage end
rolled down an embankment for some '
distance. As soon as he got on his
his fcet and brushed himself he con-
tinued his journey—little the worse
for his shakeup. He expects to be
still in the harness when he reaches
the century mark,

Lord Halsbury, of Fngland, the
groat Conservative, is young at 87.
Ho is unquestionably one of the
greatest workers in the Conservaive
party. The idea of leaving the fleld
to younger men has never entered his
head.

John, Morley, of England, the
great Liberal, is 73 years old, and if
he ig less violent in his efforts than
his antagonist in the House of Lords,
the old Halsbury, he still promises
to be quite as vigorous in his ad-
vanced old age as the great Cohserva.
tive. It was only three years afgo
that Lord Morley was raised to the
peerage that he might present the
cause of Liberalism in the House of
Tords. Not only did he undertake
this work (something of a task, you
will agree) at an age when our fore-
futhers used to seck the chimney
corner, but he still keeps up his |
literary work and editingmnnd writing
occasional papers in his brilliant

way.

When we compare these ages with
those at which the great men of the
past accomplished their .most famous
work we cannot but come to the con-
clusion that the age at which men
are most vigorous grows later and
later. The tendency of the newest
