TAKING CARE OF THE CUT GLASS

To many a housekeeper her collec-
tion of cut glass is her choicest pos-
session, and keeping it clear and
sparkling is one of her household
duties that is truly a pleasure. Pieces
that repose on the china closet shelves
do not need frequent attention, but
those that are exposed to the dust,
on sideboard or buffet, will have to
be cleaned often.

In a wooden dish tub place a folded
piece of new cotton flannel as a pad
at the bottom. Half fill the tub with
warm water, and add two tablespoons
of ammonia and make it sudsy with
borax soap; wash each piece with a
soft lintless new dish cloth, and a
very soft brush that is to be used only
for that purpose. Wash only one piece
at a time, then rinse in a pan of clean
luke warm water and dry on a soft
lintless towel. Polish with a soft
chamois and soft tissue paper. Every
contact with grease must be avoided,
for it makes the glass permanently
dull, and coarse towels or rough
brushes will also make scratches.

The plates, berrv bowls, bonbon
dishes and so on are easily cleaned,
but decanters, vases, carafes, vinegar
and oil cruets that must be cleaned
inside as well as out must be first
soaked so that time may not be lost.
A grated raw potato, wads of soapy
paper, lemon juice and salt, and,
used with great care, a little buck-
shot, will aid in cleaning the inside
by shaking occasionally until clean;
then the outside may be done. Never
attempt to wash cut glass under run-
ning water.

CAN'T BUILD AN
UNSINKABLE SHIP

LONDON, May 13.—The Morning
Post says that the rapidity with which
the Lusitania sunk raises important
questions with regard to modern de-
vices for helping to keep vessels
afloat.

It quotes Alexander (arlyvle, who
did much to raise the firm of Harland
and Wolff, of Belfast, to the position
it occupies in the shipping world at
the present day as sayving:

“1 don’t believe there is such a
thing in the world as an unsinkable
ship. Neither do I believe such a ship
will ever be built.

The idea of such a thing seems to
me absurd. How can vou make 50,000
tons of iron steel and brass float (for
that is how vou must look at it), when
the metal has been battered into a
more or less shapeless mass.”

“It is one of the disadvantages of
the great size of modern passenger
vessels that they carry so many peo-
ple that it takes a long time to get
them off in case of danger?

COST OF SPRAYING.

The cost of spraying varies greatly.
The principal factors affecting cost
are:  Size of trees, thoroughness of
application, kind of nozzle used, light
or heavy bloom or set of fruit and
weather conditions at spraving time—
that is, whether windy or calm. The
first application is made before the
leaves are out, with nozzle that
forms a fine misty spray. This does
not require much time or material,
and hence this is" usually the least ex-
pensive application. If there is a good
bloom, the second or calyx spray is
the most expensive application as a
coarse nozzle is generally used and
the spray must be directed at each
separate cluster calyx cups, and the
later penetrated and filled which can
be accomplished well only under high
pressure from the pump.

MARY'S LITTLE LAMB
STORY REVIVED BY
WIDOW'S LEAGUE.

(Springfield Republican.)

The bequest of a bit of the wool
of Mary’s Lamb to the Somerville
historical society in the will of Mrs.
P. H. Derby, which was entered in
the probate court in this city vester-
day, brings to light the interesting in-
formation that the nursery jingle
“Mary had a little lamb, its fleece was

white as snow,” had a basis in  fact.
The piece of wool in question was
given to Mrs. Derby in 1800 by Mrs.

Mary E. Taylor, the original of the
little lamb jingle. It is a piece of yarn
tied in a bow and fastened on a piece
of paper with pale blue rfbbon. Under
it is written the words, “‘wool from
Mary's lamb.” It seems that when
the old South Church of Boston be-
came involved financially one of the
ways hit upon to raise money was
suggested by Mrs Taylor. She took a
pair of old wool stockings that her
mother had knit for her from the wool
of her pet lamb, and which she had
never worn, but kept in memory of
the departed lamb. These were cut up
in lengths and made into bows, like
the one that was in the possession of
Mrs. Derby, and sold for 25 cents
each. The result was that $200 was
realized, and thus the little lamb help-
ed to save the Old South Church.

The story of Mary and her lamb is
authenticated and the incidents bear
a close relation to the events of the
poem, or rather, jingle. Mary E.
Sowyer was born in Sterling, March
22, 1806, and the house in  which
she was born is still standing. She
had two sisters, and four brothers,
none of whom ever had themselves
immoralized in rhyme as Mary did.
Mary's father was a farmer and kept
sheep. One cold morning in March,
1814, just about 100 years ago and one
year over, twin lambs were born in
the Sawyer sheepfold, one of which
was to be known in nursery rhyme
for time immemorial. Like all genjus-
es, she—for it was a girl—displayed
the vagaries of it before she was many
hours old. So much so in fact that
her mother would have nothing of
her. Little Mary, aged eight, took pity
on the young thing and asked her
father if she might have it, not think-

of this charitable deed. She fed and
tended it, and the two became very
fond of one another.

It was but natural that the lamb
should in time come to have thirst for
knowledge, and, as the first stanza of
the jingle has it. “It followed her to
school one day,” *“Which,” we are
told, “was against the rule,” and ,as
might be expected, “it made the child-
ren laugh and play, to see the lamb
at school.” It that the teach
laughed too, and everything was love:
1y for a time. But discipline had to be
maintained, and:—

“So then the tewcher turned it out,
But still it lingered near,

And waited patiently about
Till Mary did appear.”

All of which is strietly true to fact.
It appears that when Mary arrived
at the school the teacher had not
come  yet and so the mischievous
Mary hid the pet in her desk, which
was a boxlike affair.  When school
began and the children were called

out for the classes. the lamb
trotted out to have a hand in the
proceedings. And this, alas. caused
it to be put without the pale.
