NEW CONTINENT
S DISCOVERED

ST. MICHAEL, Alaska, Oct. 13,—
Further reports on the Russian Po-
lar expedition, which has just reach-
ed St. Michael, bringing news of the
discovery of a large island or a con-
tinent-——north—of Siberia, was given
out  to-day by Lieut. Commander
Wilitski, He said he succeeded to
the command of the expedition, after
General Sergieff was stricken with
apoplexy in Behring Sea. General
Sergieff returned from Plover Bay in
the Russian cruiser Argoun.

The ships brought back a remark-
abie collection of Polar marine ani-
mal life, marine plants found about
the new land and microscopical and
a large geological collection, Nicho-
las SBecond Land, as the new tract
was named, was discovered August
21 and possession taken August 22,
Russian calendar. The Russian col-
ors now are flying in latitude eighty,
Jongitude one hundred east.

The ships witnessed a splendid con-
currence rare in the Arctic, the phe-
nomenon of a green sun, lasting nine-
ty ccconds cach time at sunset July
30 «nd Seéptember 14, The spectacle
wasg sketched in colors by Lieut. Pol-
sen, chief engineer.

The vessels nave a Karograph re-
cord of the Behring Sea storm and
photographs showing the extreme in-
ciination of the vessels during the
storm with mountainous seas appar-
ently about to overwhelm them.

The Russian officers are very cour-
teous, but reticent regarding scienti-
fic data and results obtained.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 13.—Members
of the national geographical society
suid here that the reported Russian
discovery  of a continent 580 miles
north of Asia, if true, would be the
last great discovery of the land. They
pronounced the most important dis-
covery within the Arctic Circle in th‘
last century.

SEEK PADON
FOR MURDERESS

HARRISBURG, Pa., Oct. 15—The
State board of pardons today listen-
ed to arguments on the petition re-
cently presented asking for the par-
don of Mrs. Kate KEdwards, the
Reading murderess, Mrs. Rdwards
was convicted in 1902 of the murder
of her husband. For the past twelve
years she has been confined in the
Berks County jail at Reading, during
which time three governors have de-
clined to sign the warrant for her
execution.

The reasons advanced for a pardon
are that Mrs. Edwards, who is now
18 years old and the mother of five
living children, would probably have
been convicted of second degree mur-
der or acquitted had she told the
truth, that she was debased by years
of brutal treatment and ignorant;
that she has served twelve years, has
reformed and been sufficiently pun-
ished; that sentiment is in her fa-
vor: that if pardoned she will lead a
useful life, and that she is in bad
health.

subject ‘‘How to overcome sin”,
based on the sixth chapter of Rom-
ans, 1-14. He observed that the ques-
tion was a burning one, and the
reason many failed to discover the
way by  which sin might be over-
come was s8imply because
they failed properly,
to study the Bible, which made pro-
visions for all the emergencies . of
lifé. The sixth and seventh chapters
of Romans gave God’s prescription
for overpowering sin. In one section
of the sixth chapter there was the
promise of deliverance from sin,
which*¢ shall not have dominion over
you. These words were written by
St. Paul to the Romans, but they
were applicable to all real Christ-
ians. The = Apostle also gave us the
reason why this deliverance is pos-
gible, *‘for you are not under the law
but under Christ. The law meant
the old covenant of works which said
to man ‘‘do and live’’; but man, said
the speaker was incapable of doing
and therefore it was seen that man
could never overcome sin on his own
strength.  But we are under Christ,
and what we cannot do He has doue,
and will do. In answer to the ques-
tion, ‘“What has God done to make
deliverance from sin possible by His
grace?’’ the Canon quoted a passage
fromy Romans, ‘‘Judicially we have
died in  Christ’’, and gave g short
story by way of illustration. It was
that a French citizen on disobedi-
ence to enlist was arrested by order
of the Emperor. In answer to the
question why he had disobeyed he
stated that at the battle of Marengo
he was killed and buried in the per-
son of his substitute whom he sent
in his place, and he therefore claimed
to be judicially dead and buried. The
Bmperor concurred and exonerated
the man. God, however, Canon How-
itt went on, had done more; he )
given man the power of a new life.
In conclugion he said that, to put
the matter in a simple formula, when
sin and temptation apprcached man
should ask God to enable him to
reckon himgelf dead to it. We should
surrender ourselves to Christ in
times of temptation and keep our-
selves under his protection.
