WHEY.

Whey is a valualtle feed for hog:.
There are about 7 1hs. of solids in every
100 povnds; and t! at quantity of wh.y
fed properly, in combination with oth:r
feeds, should produce 2 1bs. of increa e
in live weight. Whey isa poor dict
when fed alone, although hogs will live
on it and gain in weight. Whey muy
be turned to lard, but it does wuot give
cood results, when fed alone. To young
crowing pigs it may be fed with profit
on clover pasture. The use ¢f a fie!d
in that way puts it in a capital conci-
tion for the growth of a crop of Indian
corn for fodder purpo:es the following
year.

Whey should be fed in a sweet and
cleap condition. A clean and comparu-
lively sweet whey is wholesome,where-
as a very sour whey i3 dangerous Often
its use is iujurious to the swine. The
whey tank at a cheese factory should be
above ground; and for the sake of the
value of the whey for the pruduction « f
pork, the tank should be cleaned tho:-
oughly at least ozce every week.
Indian corn, groucd or uunground,
should not be fcd alore with whey. It
is unprofitable in that combination ; and
results in the production of very fat
bacon. A good mixture would be (a)
