pup production of seven per female
with less than 10 percent of misses.
This is a brief resume .“I have
just returned from visiting blue
fox ranchers in Canada The ranch-
ers I have talked with seem to
have too many misses especially
among pup females. We do not

the (seem to have this trouble and per-

haps some of the methods we use
may help others Our blue females
are usually in heat at least a week
Due to this fast we breed them at
least twice during the time We
have had femal€s that were bred
cnly once come through with a
litter of 12 or 14 pups but we have
also had females that were proven
breecers come through with no signs
ot ever being preznant with only
one breeding. We usually breed a
female as soon as she accepts the
male but we belleve most of these
breedings are too early in the heat
period to get the maximum number
of blues.

A bue male is very aggressive
and very polygamoiis anc we believe
this first mating is in many cases
almost a forcad mating. at least as
far as results ae concerned. After
cobtaining the first mating we wait
four days and breed the female
again. The cases in which we are
unable to get the second breeding
on the fourtn day are less than
10 percent of our females.

Talking with and corcesponding
with blue fox ranchers we find
that the majnryy breed the female
again on the second day and then
assume that the Job is done This
cdoes not look right to us or in
line with gocd judgment. This
method may have started with the
fact that some siver fox ranchers
breed their females on the first
cday and agaia on the second, but
aon’t forget that silvers are usually
only in heat three days Blue fox
pups come 52 duys fromm a mating.
For the sccond mealing we use a dif-
ferent male and have no trouble
which male sired the litter from
the date the pups are born.

The condition of the female at
the time of mating also effects the
number of pups. ‘Ihe best condition
for blue females to give maximum
production is difterent from silvers.
Blue should rome into breeding on
the fat side, ‘n fact they should
be what would be conridered ‘hog
fat” for silvers They should be
kept on the fat side all through
pregnancy. We never had a fat
blue female that had any trouble
at whelping time as we bhave had
with silvers Thc fat females all
seem to have litiers of 10, 12 or 14
pups while a na‘ing of the thin
ones come ihrough with 5 or 6
pups or turn cut to be a miss They
do not lose tneir pups, they just
seem not to be pregnant.

A thin blue pur female will not
beed until late ii the sesson, usually
not sfter 75 percent or more of the
ranch is bred anc it is these fe-
males that ecither wili not breed
at all the first season or if they
are bred turn out to be a blank.
A good many pups go oil feed badly
for as much as {wo or tnree wecl:s
during the maiing seasor: ahd unless
this is realized and eveiything pos.
sible done to see that they are on
the fat side these pup females will
sccount for a ot of misses that
will pull your kiuwe pup average
eway down.

By following these ruies we have
been able to get practically 100 per-
cent of our [emales bred each year
Our misses amount to less than 10
peroent and we have consistently
been able to get over seven pups
per female kept as a bieeder Our
methods may no: wack for all

Volume and quality determined
price trends in this week’s cat:le
market, Where supplies were mod-
erate, such as at Winnipeg, prices
were forced up 50c to 75¢. Farther
west in Alberta and Saskatchewan
markets, receipts were liberal,
quality just ordinary, and prices
no better than steady to 25: and
50c lower. In the east, Toronto was
down 15c to 25c on plain quality,
with other grades steady, ~nd Mon-
treal firm to 28c higher in spots.
There was little or no change In
prices paid for calves, hogs, sheep
or lambs.

Eastern Cattle Markets

Cattle supplies were pretty well
cleared at Toronto except for
some stockers carried over. Good
and choice steers and heifers main-
tained their previous price level
but plain kinds were down 15c to
25¢c. Welighty steers moved up to
$13.50. with a top lot at $13.75.
butcher steers between $10 and
$12.50, and cows up to $10. Mon-
treal made a good cleanup at prices
firm to 25c higher in spots. One
load of steers topped the market
at $13, another load made an ex-
treme $13.10, and good quality
steers were generally $12 to $12.50.
with cows $950 to $10 for gcod
quality. Receipts In the Maritimes
were mostly common in quality but
prices were strong on the better
grades. Medium steers and heifors
were quoted at $11.25 to $11.75 de-
livered, with common at $7 tn $9,
and cows $7 to $8 delivered,

Western Cattle Markets

Bad road conditions, a result of
heavy rain and snow, affected de-
liveries to the Winnipeg market
and all slaughter cattle were tek-
en at an edvance of 50c to 75c
over the previous week’'s load, Buy-
ers were reluctant to refuse pur-
chase of any cattle offered and the
few suitable kinds of steers offer-
ed made $1250 to $12.75 and the
better grades of cows $9.25 to
$9.75. In many cases, packers were
taking light-fleshed steers out of
the feeder division for slaughter,
with the result that better grades
of stockers and feeders firmed up
to a range of $10 to $11. While
trading was active at Calgary,
butcher steers and heifers were
25c lower but cows were just
about steady. Steers were mostly
$12 down. with the range on the
best of the offering $11.75 to $:2 50.
Trading was also active at TSdmon-
ton under liberal receipts, but quai-
ity was ordinary and prices were
unevenly 25c to 50c lower, with the
practical top on steers at $12 and
a few at $12.25. Prince Albert was
stronger up to $12 on steers, while
Moose Jaw paid $10.50 to $11 for
good commercial kinds. Saskatoon
up to a general $11.50, Regina $12,
and Vancouver $1225 to $12.50.

Exports to United States

Exports of dairy cattle to the
United States during the past week
totalled 1,557 head as compered
with 827 in the same week last
year, Since January 1st, exports
total 54,770 against 37568 in the
corresponding period last year,

Gray's Manual 3f Botany calls it
Pyrus melanocarpa Its Dberries,
produced in slusiers are “very dark
purple or essentialy black” and are
furthermore distinguished by their
puckery astringent quality, This,
though related to vhe apple is a low
shrub. It is frequently found in
rough or moist ground The ;sec-
ond is the Yellow Clintonia Clint.
onia borealis, 4 plant related to the
lilles. The flower is yellow, but it
is the metailic blue berries that
draw attention. The fiower stalk
rises from a rosette of rather large
leaves that usuily lie ciose to the
ground. Ome covly imagine a berry
with such a striking coloration,
would be poss=3ssed of great potency,
but nobody seems ro have enquired
into this. The third is evidently
the “Five Fingcr” Potentilla cana-
densis, though neither flower nor
fruit are enclued However the
leaves are fairly distinctive, and
have given rise to anvther popul-

ar name, viz “Cinquefoil”. This
plant is tonic and astringent in
its action.
