helm from 4 to 8 Sunday afternoon,
the 16th, and I could hardly steer
the ship, it was so bad. At 9.00, I
was in my rack sleeping when the
buzzer sounded, boy I flew topside,
and grabbed a lifejacket. All I had
on was a palr of shorts and sneak.
ers. The waves almost knocked me
off of the ship but a ready box
saved me from going over the side.
Then they cut a lfe raft loose as
the ship was on a reef and pract-
ically on her side. When I saw the
raft hit the water, I jumped over
the side and almcst missed it but
finally got in it and we shot away
from the ship, the wind and the
waves carrying us out of sight of
the ship in five minutes There were
three of us on the raft and it was
really rough going. We finally got
in about 300 yards or so from shore
and then a wave capsized the raft
and I thought I was a gonner. I
eld on to the line of the raft, but
then I saw that she was going back
ut to sea, so I let go and tried to
wim in. T had lost my sneakers,
nd the coral was cutting into my
feet, but the undertough kept pull.
ing me out, so I laid right down
nd held on to the coral and then
hen a wave came in I would ride
in. I was finally able to walk the
est of the way, but my feet and
ands were all cut up. When I got
n the island I called for the others
nd after about ten minutes, I
ound them both. We got back as
ar as We could and rested for
bout an hour. But first we thanked
he Lord for answering our prayers,
elieve me I prayed while I was on
that raft.
After we rested, we decided we
ould walk down the beach and
trv to find a road, as I was really
cold. The other fellows took off
thelr socks and gave them to me to
wear. Then we started and it was
tough going over coral and every-
thing, boy it really cut my feet.
We finally made the road and got
picked up by a jeep and they took
us to a mess hall and got us some
coffee and some -cigarettes. The
Red Oross gave us a bag, with slip-
pers, cigarettes, towel, soap, every.
ing, even socles and candy. Then
they gave us clothes, They took
and ot the other fellows a sack
and then took me to sick bay where
they fixed my feet and hands —
then I weat to sleep.
From the time we abandoned ship
until we were picked up was only
six hours but it seemed a lifetime.
I was really scared but I wasn't a
bit panicky. It was a wonder the
depth charges didn’t go off, if they
had, the concussion would have
killed us.
When I get home I will be able
to tell you all about it. It was worse
than 1 could ever say. But don’t
worry as now I am Okay, my feet
still hurt, but otherwise I am all
right,
At first there were only four of
us, but they got a message from
the ship this noon and the rest of
them couldn’t get off or were afraid
to jump, but they are all safe.
They had planes and everything
patroling out to sea for us four, as
we were the only four of all the
ships, I belleve, that were un-
accounted for But we finally\got
to the Navy base and reported
afternoon. They had us listed as
missing, but I don't believe they
sent any telegram. But if they did,
they probably sent another saying
we were Okay
Well folws, I guess that's all for
now. Pleate don't worry about me
as I will ba Okayv. Also say hello to
everyone and tell *hem I will write
soon, as soon as I collect my wits
1 love vou all very much. more
than I ever could say, and I'll get
home soen, I hope.
