CORORATION GUETS
M THER LADG

LONDON, April 28—Among the
nany arrangements in  connection
with the coronation the question of
accommodation for the guests of the
King and Queen is one engaging the
attention of officers of the royal
household. Several large town man-
sions have been placed at the King's
disposal, one of these being Brook
House, where, owing to deep mourn-
ing, Sir Ernest Cassel will, of course,
not entertain at all this season.

On the occasion of King Edward’'s
coronation, Brook House accommo-
dated some of the royal guests, and,
as on the former occasions, the Am-
erican Ambassador and Mrs. White-
law Reid will offer the hospitality of
Dorchester House. Several emuty
houses within easy reach of Bucking-
ham Palace will be engaged for the
few weeks of the coronation festivi-
ties.

The representatives of the great fo-
reign  Powers, among them the
Crown Prince of Germany and the
Grand Duke Michael Alexandrovitch,
the representatives of the Tsar will
have suites of rooms at Buckingham
Palace, and Queen Alexandra may en-
tertain her guests at Marlborough
House, among them her daughter the
Queen of Norway.

The great State coach, with its
panels painted by Cipriani, its won-
derful gilt mountings, and a team of
Hanoverian ponies to draw it through
the streets, will not after all, be one
of the sights of coronation day, for
the King and Queen will drive to the
Abbey in a glass coach surmounted
by a great gilt crown, the carriage
Queen Victoria used on any occasion
of State during the last forty years
of her reign. The oscillating motion
of George IIL.’s old State coach is
suggestive ol a cross-Channel
passage to be pleasant, and-although
all sorts of devices in tne way of un-
derpinning  have been resorted to,
nothing can really keep the body of
the coach quite steady once it is in
motion. As Queen Mary is by no
means a good sailor, she still retains
a lively memory ol the ordeal of her
first passage in the great old coach
when she accompanied the King to
open Parliament.

The cream colored ponies are also
a sore trial to those who have to do
with them, for their tempers are very
uncertain, and if anything upsets
their equanimity no one knows what
vagary they may not be ‘up to. On
one occasion some years ago one of
the ‘‘cream colors’’ lay down and ab-
solutely declined to budge, until at
last he was unharnessed and the pro-
cession had-to go on its way with
seven horses instead of eight to the
royal coach.

The forecaster in sartorial matters
is busy with  the question of what
will be the King’s dress when he
goes to Holyrood. When the last
King George paid .his northern dom-
inions a State
formed the subject of long and ser-
ious debate. It was settled that His
Majesty was bound to make an ap-
pearance in full Highland costume,
and he did so, though to Brummell’'s

‘““fat friend’”’ and TLeigh Hunt's
“Plump Adonig’’ the kilt was con-
fegsedly rather trying wear. In the

Iilt, however, the Fourth George re-
ceived his lieges at a levee in  the
old place. But that seems to have
been his only appearance in ‘‘the garb
of old Gaul.”’

Here, as any rate, is a precedent.
The present King George can wear
the kilt with any Scot alive. And, if
instead of a field marshal’s uniform
His Majesty elects to wear that of
an admiral at a function subsequent
to the levee the variation of the pre-
cedent will be only right and proper.
Thiogs, no doubt, have changed
somewhat ‘since at a Holyrood Court

the King ‘‘danced with the young,
talked with the old and won  the
hearts of all the Scots ladies.’

Young and. old are quite invidious
nowadays, .and Kings dance only in
royal quadrilles.’ But with hearts for
trumphs the present King holds a
pretty strong hand.
