War Graves Commission, There
was one side of ‘the question on
which it was impossible for any-
body to dwell, and he would only
strive to give a simple account of
the work that had been and was
going to be dome.

The lecturer then gave a short
sketch of the history of the War
Graves Commission, and took his
aundience back to the time when
the soldiers of this Dominion had
not yet arrived in France. It was
then that the British Army took
up the work begun by the Red
Cross, of looking after the war
graves, The Prince of Wales had
then been in France, and with
quick sympathy had shown a deep
than once he had made tours of
personal interest in the work. More
the cemeteries, and in 1917, the
dark year of the war, he had sent
a memorandum to the Imperial
Conference meeting in London, and
asked that it consider what could
be done to insure the care of the
cemeteries. Therefore, said the
speaker, it must be remembered
that we owed the initiation of the
Graves Commission to  His High-

The
next decision, which was more or
less epoch making, was that all the

Dominions ‘and units of the Empire

should co-operate on an. equal foot-

ing. At the next meeting oi the

Imperial Conference, a year later,
it was decided that the cost should

be borne by all the - Tmperial units.

The High Commissioner of Cana-
da represented this Dominion, The

Commission met once a month,
while the Executive committee met,
It was obviously

somebody from time to time to
tell the Dominions of the work be-
ing done. This labor was so stup-

endous that during.the first part of

his lecture he often found his hear
ers bewildered by its vastness,
Slides were shown showing on the
map of the world the girdle foimed
by the cemeteries, which reached
right around the globe also depict-
ing in detail the amazing nuriber
of cemeteries in France, Italy, the
Eastern Front, Africa, ~ralestine,
England and in fact in every part
of the world. In France alone there
were about one thousand cemeter-
ies and fifteen hundred places
where soldiers were buried.

With the aid of lantern slides al-
80, the lecturer described the
were placed on
each soldier's grave, specially de-
signed to withstand the weather,
and inserted in slot oif a buried
concrete beam that stretched along
the heads of the parallel graves to
ingure stability, The inscription

The ~work of supplying these
headstones, of which 250,000 were
already made was in the hands of
ex-service men as was the work of
caring for the graves. This last
was done as simply as possible and
here also the work was uniform, re-
mote and secluded cemeteries re-
celving the same attention as
those which are visited daily.

Slides were thrown on the screen
of a great number of cemeteries of
all sizes and localitics, showing
how the work was advancing and
the great improvement that was
being made in their appearance.
Everything was done with a view
to economy and beauty, but the in-
dividual siones, as well as Lhe larg
er monuments, the Cross of Sacri-
fice and the Stone of Remembran
ce, which were ecrected in every
cemetery, were designed by the

reatest architects in the world.
The different monuments to com-
memorate those who had no known
graves were also shown, and reveal
ed great simplicity and beauty of
design, particularly those in honor
of the sailors, which were erected
where they could be seen as heac-
ons by apptoaching ships. They all
were enigraved with the names of
the men in whose memory they
wora ralsed, Perhaps the :nost beau
tify memorial of all whose illustrat-
ed last night was the tablet being
placed in the French churihes and
Cathedrals, in honor of the million
dead of the British Empire, It is
