fying them. A little snooping a-
round and I found their nest in a
birch tree growing between the
driveway and the garden. 1 went
into the house and informed my
better half that I was taking &
chance and planting the garden in
the same spot, as I was depending
on the robins looking after the
cut worms. They didn't let us
down for we had one of the best
crops of vegetables in the district.
It was the same in succeeding
years.

When robins find a spot where
cut worms are abundant they’ll
gorge themselves with what they
consider a lucious tidbit and will
revisit the feed table every morn-
ing until they clean them out or
reduce their numbers to such an
exten that looking for them is a
waste of time. If someone puts
out poisoned bran and kills the
cut worms the robins eat the dead
pests and also die.

There are times when poison in
some form or other is the only
means of saving a crop but dead-
ly poisons like DDT should be
used with extreme caution and
then only when the exigencios of
the situation demand its wse.
Robins are a hardy and prolific
species and its well that they are.
Crows, housecats and other haz-
ards both natural and unna
take their toll, but for all that the
robin redbreast family seems to
hold their own and in some dist-
ricts are actually increasing.
They'll raise as many as three
and four broods in a single year
and are becoming more resource-
ful in choosing nesting sites with
each succeeding year. This may
account for their absorbing such
heavy losses without any appar-
ent diminution in numbers.

The majority of us humans have
been entirely too lax.in our at-
titude toward our bird lite and
are totally unaware of the disast-
rous situation that would develop
