The U. 8. And Its High Salaries

Congern is expressed by the authorities of
McGill University over the fact that some of
their graduates are receiving, and presumably
accepting, offers of employment in the United
States at salaries substantially higher than they
could command in this country.

This is no new situation, says an exchange;
it has weorried our economists for many years.
We have lost to our neighbor many thousands
of our brightest young men, trained.in Can-
ada in the sciences and the professions—lost
them to the higher salaries and glittering pros-
pects of the United States. And nobody has
found a solution, because there is no solution,
unless somehow we secure the population and

v wealth of the United States.

There are, to be sure, advantages on both
sides of the Jdine—probably many of our mi-
grants discover that distant fields are not al-
ways green. They find, for example, a high-
er cost of living, a more intense and feverish
competition, and sometimes they must wonder
whether the material rewards possible in an
enormously rich and highly industrialized coun-
try are worth the effort. They will realize, some
of them, that the Canadian way of life has its
compensations.

But it is not pleasant to lose these fine
young Canadians who are going not only fyom
the universities but from Canadian industry and
the professions, and any possible steps to dis-
courage the migration should be taken. Perhaps
one factor in the situation is our salary-control
order, a war measure which lingers on into
peace. That makes it impossible, in many
cases, for an employer to recognize conspicuous
ability, and develops a mood favorable to an
American offer.,

#Not Loud But Deep”

Hon. John Bracken, Progresstve Conserva-
tive leader, in a 600-word statement has appeal-
ed to the King Government to get busy on our
farmers’ behalf by lifting the arbitrary restric-
tions od the export price of wheat and taking
steps to encourage greater butter and wheat pro-
duction in -the Dominion.

New Jap Constitution

Japan’s new Constitution, prepared and
published in textual form by the Shidehara
Government, purports to transform the nation
into a democracy, patterned on the British and
American systems. It will be submitted to the
Diet, which meets next month, and if adopted
will at once become the fundamental law of the
land. As it now stands, it has the complete ap-
proval of General Douglas MacArthur. Its out-
standing, paragraph renounces war forever, and
forbids recourse to it by any future government
of Japan,

Besides the renunciation of war, Japan's
new “draft Constitution reduces the powers of
the Emperor to the routine functions of a Con-
stitutional ruler, who is compelled to accept the
advice and endorse the 'decisions of ‘the Cab-

. inet, which is to be responsible” to the Diet and
the people. It provides a new “Bill of Rights”
for the people broadly based on the principles
set forth in the American Constitution. No
Japanese  citizen “shall be held in bondage.”
“Involuntary servitude” is prohibited save as
the penalty for crime. ‘“Freedom :of thought
and conscience shall be held inviolable.” The
rights of free speech; free dssembly, and a free
press are proclaimed. Shintoism ceases to . he

placed on a parity, and none shall receive fin-

The Dominion Bureau of Statistics reports
Canadian creanlery butter production ' declined
18 per cent in February to 8,631,597 pounds from
the 10,559,482 pounds produced in the corre-
sponding month of 1945. The decline was three
per cent greater than that indicated for Janu-
ary. Cheddar cheese production fell to 1,294,
000 pounds in February, a reduction of 37 per
cent. Ice cream output dropped to 743,000 gal-
lons, or by 4.3 per cent. Production of con-
centrated milk products also moved to lower lev-
els, the total output of 1,833,000 pounds being
seven per cent below that of February, 1045.
Evaporated milk was the only product to register
an increase, increasing to 7,786,000 pounds, six
per cent greater t}:an‘thit o‘f February, 1945.

It is to be cosmic rays ‘vs. atomic energy, evi-
dently.
