A merger has the same object of
securing better profits, but operates
in a different way. A new company
is formed and purchases outright the
factories and property of the com-
panies that are being merged, so
that all are brought entirely under
one central control. The merger is
the latest development under the pro-
tective system as applied to manu-
facturing industries. But there are
mergers in railway systems and oth-
er enterprises as well as in factories
and industrial enterprises. It is of
