A Serious Indictment

M the Eoad of Trade brief presented yes-
terday to the Commission, the outstanding
facts brought out are those concerned with
the City's failure to obtain fair treatment from
the Federal Government in the matter of direct
unemployment relief.  Instead of the average
33.3 per cent civic contribution, Charlottetown
last year had to pay 61 per cent of direct relief
costs, and the Mayor, it is revealed, “had prac-
tically to beg on his knees for the unjustly small
amount of assistance that has been provided.”

This is a astonishing state of affairs, and oune
which our civic authorities should have made
public long ago. It should not have been neces-
sary for the Mayor to “beg”, on his Knees or
(Jﬂl‘(‘r\\'ist'. A more eflfective way of dealing
with the situation might have been a frank ex-
posure and discussion of the matter in the City
Cotncil,

Expenditure proportions of farm families are
different from those of the carly Nincteen
‘Twenties.  Then, clothing expenses were second
to food. Now, clothing has heen superseded by
automobiles in more than half of the most
usual income groups, according to a study by
the Bureau of Home Fconomics, of typical farm
families in different parts of the country . In
the more prosperous farm communities between
80 and 9o per cent of the families studied in the
most usual income groups ‘have cars, For ex-
ample, families having yearly incomes from $750
fo $1.000 spent 23 to 33 per cent of the income
for food, depeuding on the size of the family.
From 15 to 18 per cent was spent on the auto-
mobile.  As income increased to between $1,-
500 and $1,750, families consisting of husband
and wife spent only 22 per cent for food and
20 per cent for the automobile,
