| Five Children Burned. To |soverer-general of

Death In Ontario Fire South Africa Named

HAILEIYBURY, Ont, Oct. 28 —
(CP) — Five ycung sons of Mr.
and Mrs. Arthur Hacquard burned
to d2ath late Saturday night when
fire destroyed their lonely cabin on
the Te:magami forest reserve 20
miles south of here half an hour
before Mrs. Hacquard, 23, gave
birth to her seventh son.

The blaze started when the 27-
year-old husband, preparing to
ltave home to call the dootor for
his wife over a telephone at Latch-
ford. nine miles away, poured coal
oll into the stove to maks the fire
burn faster. The two-gallon coal
oil can exploded.

Splashed with burning oil, Hac-
quard rushed out of the cabin with
his clothing on fire. His wife threw
a blanket arcund him to smother
the flames and help>d him to beat
out the fire on his clothes.

By that time, flames were shoot-
ing through the cabin’s only door
and it was impossible for the couple
to fight their way back to rescue
thebg’ve children, who were asleep
in

The boys were: Rosaire, six; Gas-
ton, four; Floriemt, three; Real,
two; and Rejean, cne year. An-
other son died in infancy.

Mr. and Mrs. Hacquard helped
each cther walk half a mile
through the darkness to the home
of their nearest neighbor, Henry

Predicts Bread
May Be Rationed
In Great Britain

LONDON, Oct. 29 — (Monday)—
(CP Cable) — Prediction py Kilen
Wilkinson, Minister of Education,
that bread will be rationed in Brit-
ain this winter unless the country’s
paralyzing dock strika ends quickly
was splashed on the front pages of
Londen newspapers today.

In a speech at Jarrow-on-Tyne,
she said Jast night rationing would
be necessary ‘“unless the grain
ships can bz turned round quickly
enough to get to Canada and away
again before the 8St. Lawrence
freczes.”

The story was displayed in the
Daily Sketch under the hcadline
"gtni,n ships must race ice to save
your loaf,” and the Dally Mall
headed it: “Bread ration this win-
ter unless ships speed up.”

Declaring that the St. Lawnence
usually freezss from mid-November,
the newspapers stressed that the
grain ships thus have little more
than two wceks to make what the
Dally Sketch called “a desperate
race for the great Canadian grain
cen'res.”

“So the (dock) strike threatens
to inflict what even six years of
war covld not impose,” sald the
Dally Sketch bitterly.
