She
bought the cloth from a Charlotte-
town merchant at $425 a yard,
According to evidence submitted
the cloth should have retailed at
about $2.70. Thi g the price
exorbitant for the particular tyve
of goods she sent a sample of
with the store bill and the parti-
culars to the Reglonal Office of
the Prices Board. They sent it to
the Standards Division at Ot=
tawa, where the cloth was found
to be an English import of good
quality but the price was obvious-
ly out of line.

Investigation revealed that the
PEI merchant had bought the
cloth from Nisbet and Auld (td.
Toronto wholesalers, for $3 &
yard, according to the WPTE en-
forcement officer giving evidence.
Allowing the legal retail mark-up,
plus transportation charges, the
merchant’s price was in order un-
der WPTB pricing regulations. it
was pointed out.

Nisbet and Auld Ltd. had sold
the goods to the merchant with-
out obtaining price approval from
WPTB, according to the evidence.
It was also revealed that 8. Lubel-
sky Ltd.,, another Toronto whole-
sale house, had sold the cloth to
Nisbet and Auld at a price higher
than the Board had approved for
sales direct to retailers and with-
out permission from the WPTB to
sell to another wholesaler.

8. Lubelsky Ltd., and Nisbet and
Auld Ltd, were charged with
selling materials at a price higher
than reasonable and just. Both
firms were convicted and fined
in Toronto court last week. Lubel.
'ktfd Y,ﬁ fined $600, Nisbet and

., $2,000.
Prior to proceedings, Lubelsky
rebated to Nisbet and Auld the
full amount of his illegal profit
on the 1500 yards of goods. In
turn Nishet and Auld made re-
funds to retailers to whom ‘the
cloth had been sold. As the ma-
terial had been sold by retailers
rom coast to coast in shart
lengths to individual consumers it
was impossible to trace the pur-
chasers except in the case of the
P. E. Island housewife who had
made the original complaint. The
court did not order any vebates.

WITH THE CANADIAN ARMY
IN H ND, Jan. 28— (CP)—
Superiority of Allied war material,

This was the majority view of
several thousand Germans inter-
viewed by Psychological Warfare
personnel of the Canadian public
relations group on the Western
Front. Professional men, trades-
men and farmers were questioned
in this first public opinion poll of
German civilians by the Allles.
