The Department of Agriculture has been informed that large
quantities of used potato sacks are being offered for sale in vari-
ous parts of Canada. These sacks have no doubt been accumulat-
ed from various sections of Canada and United States and may
be dangerous carriers of Ring Rot infection. - The purchase and
distribution of these sacks without being satisfactorily disinfect-
ed and approved by the Inspection Service of the Department of
Agriculture constitutes a definite menace to the potato industry
of Prince Edward Island.
The attention of growers, dealers and others engaged in the
potato industry is directed to the following provisions of “An Act
Respecting Bacterial Ring Rot and other Plant Diseases and Pests”
passed at the last session of the Provincial Legislature.

Section 5 (a) No grower or dealer shall use crates, bags or
other containers for the handling of potatoes unless said bags
have been properly disinfected
