Rev Mr Hall was the originator of
the movement, which began in South
Africa. Lord Strathcona became in-
terested and.in a spirit of character-
istic patriotic beneficence bears the
cost of presenting these most inter-
esting mementoes to the schools of
Canada.

MONTREAL, July 19.— “Of
course, you understand the Niobe
is not a warship, but 1 must say
she is a good training  ship.”—
First Lieutenant Von Ferbeni di
Sposetti, of the German cruiser
Bremen, now in port,

The above remarks were made to
four reporters yesterday afternoon,
and as the news spread throughout
the city that the first lieutenant of a
3,200-ton German cruiser had said
that the 11,000-ton Niobe is of no
use in a fight, the shock was almost
too great to bear.

But the Niobe is safe, yet awhile.
She will not have to clear her decks
for action, nor will the Bremen, fcr
the Department of Marine telephoned
to the Government agent here, R. A.
Wiallard, saying to treat the visitors
with every courtesy, as he 4ad been
informed hy the (German Consul hy
'phone that a letter of explanation
and regret would follow on the 4 o'-
clock train.

papers. . :

‘“What the senior lieutenant did |
say in answer to the question as to
what he thought of the Niobe, was
that she was splendidly equipped for
training purposes in northern waters
by reason ,of her excellent upper deck
arrangements. :

‘‘He was asked, he says, by the
newspaper men if the cruiser was the
equal in fighting capacity to the best
ships of the British Navy and ,an-
swered in the negative, for the reas-
on that the best ships of the British
Navy are of the Dreadnought and su-
per-Dreadnought class.

It is a universally acdéepted stan-
dard that ships of the Dreadnought
type are the embodiment of the high-
est art in modern warship building,
and all other ships, those built in
the pre-Dreadnought period, are more
or less obsolete in these days.

‘“The first lieutenant informs me
that the question put to him by the
interviewer was ‘‘Is the Niobe the
equal of the best ships in the British
Navy?” to which he answered; ‘‘No:
