Salt in the Hog
Ration

(Charlottetown Experimental
Farm Notes)

All animals require a certain
amount of salt, but there seems to
ke a tendency to leave it out of the
hog ration. This may have arisen
from the fact that too much salt
may prove vary injurious, or even
to hogs. Fed in moderate
quantities, hcwever, salt will prove
a valuable adition to the ration.

Expcriments conducted at La-
combe, Alberta, have clearly dem-
onstrated that hogs receivinz salt
made more satisfactory gains and at
less cost than those fed without
salt.

Other minerals such as lime and
phosphorus may be lacking in the
ration. These may be supplied by
using ground limestone and bone
meal, or bone char. A mineral mix-
ture recommended for Eastern Can-

‘ada is made up as follows: Bone

meal, or bone char 25 pounds,
ground limestone 50 pounds, salt 25
pounds. This mixture may be made
available to the hogs at all times,
or it may be mixed with the reg-
ular grain mixture at the rate of
one or two per cent.

Some districts are deficient in
jodine and goitre in calves and hair-
lessness in pigs cause much trouble.
In such districts the use of potas-
sium ilodide in the form of iodized
salt is advised. This is used in the
same way as common salt.

Visions of a summons to appear
the bar of the House, or an order
from Mr, Speaker that I should be
incarcerated in the Tower, floated
through my mind on one of my
salad days as a member of the
Parliamentary Press Gallery at Ot-
tawa, now longer ago than I care
to recall. I was chatting with one
of my back-bench friends in the
Commons chamber shortly before
three o'clock, at which hour the
House opened. The call bells were
ringing throughout the building
summoning the legislators to their
daily duties, and in ones or twos
they were drifting- in, Generally
about this time the chief messen-
ger made a careful survey of the
chamber to see that there were “no
cowans or intruders” present, and
if s0, to send a page to politely re-
quest the stranger to withdraw.
The rules of all parliamentary
bedies regarding the presence of
strangers in the chamber are very
strict. Admission to the galleries
is a privilege, not a right. In the
Mother of Parliaments, as also in
Canada from earliest days, no one
is admitted until the Speaker gives
the order, “Let the doors be open-
ed.” The reason for this is that
once in a while parliament may
desire to discuss a question “be-
hind closed doors,” when reporters
are not present. This has often oc-
curred in my day in the Ginadian
House of Commons,

This particular afternoon I was
sitting rather low in the chair next
to my M. P. friend, and for this
reason, doublless, the guardian of
the floor overlooked me. We were
so intent upon our conversation—

to me—that neither of us noticed
that the bells had ceased ringing
and we only became conscious of
the situation at a peremptory call
for “Order” followed by the word
“Prayers.”” My friend and I saw
Mr., Speaker standing upon his ros-
trum, and members all around us
were rising to their feet, “Get up,”
whispered my M. P. friend, and I
therefore stood up with the rest
Fortunately the seat I had beer
occupying was only three rows
from the rear of the Chamber.

After the Clerk had said “Amen,”
at the conclusion of the first pray-
er, I made an imperceptible sidle
into the alisle and gradually moved
backward. In the rear of the
chamber half a dozen of my
friends, who had been cut off from
proceeding to their seats when
prayers commenced, were standing
in a group. Noticing my predica-
ment one of them beckoned to :we
to get behind him, and, when the
Speaker had concluded, this gen-
tleman kindly escorted me to the
nearby exit, and in a trice I was
in the lobby.

To say that I was in a blue funk
all afternoon hardly conveys my
feelings, Any moment I thought I
should receive an Instruction to
appear before the Speaker when
the House rose at six o'clock for the
dinner recess. But the summon:
never came, and by the time the
day’s session was concluded I con-
gratulated myself that my unwit-
ting infraction of the rules had
not been noticed, except by a few
of my member friends none of
whom had reported me., Thus it
was that possibly for the first time
in the history of the Canadian Par-
liament an outsider was present
