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Almost fifty-orfe years ago, on
January 24, 1898, the interview
reproduced below appeared in
the Charlottetown Guardian. Mr,
J. B. Matthews, M.P,, of Brandon,
Manitoba, a former member of
the staff who at that time was
responsible for the interview has
just forwarded to the writer a
Guardian of the above date in
the belief that many hundred de-
scendants of those mentioned will
be interested in the now anclent
story.

“Rev. Matthew Smith of Ana-
gance, N. B.,, has kindly sent The
Guardian an interesting account
of the sailing of the ship Vallant
{from ‘Hull, England to Charlotte-
town {n 1817

“Mr. Smith accompanied his
parents on this voyage and al-
though only four years old at
the time he remembers distinctly
the incidents of the trip. His
oral description of Charlcttetown
and swrounding country at that
time is extremely interesting and
a written account of it from his
pen would be much appreciated
by many readers.

“Mr, Smith is well known in
this provlncg.', particularly 1in
Crapaud and surrounding country,
where a large number of his re-
latives resfde.

“He paid a visit to his friends
here about three mcnths ago, and
although 84 years of age was
hale and hearty as in the days
of youth,

“The Valiant, Captain TIzzard.
Mr, Smith says,. sailed from Hull
on March 22, 1817, with 196
passengers aboard. One death oc-
curred on the voyage, a child of
the late Mr. Isaac Smith of
Crapaud,

‘“Among the passengers
Willilam Baker and family,
settled in\Tryon, P. E. 1.:

“About the middle of the voy-
age the ship came across a Scotch
brig in a sinking condition and
took off 60 passengers and the
crew.

“Among the passengers were:
Dr. MoGregor, wha settled at 8t.
Peter's Road. He was afterwards
murdered in the gold flelds of
British Columbia.

‘“Thomas Gorvat, West River,
Thomas Hodgson, a local preash-
er, Robert Morrison, who settled
in Sussex, N.' B. Robert Mitten
and family, Coverdale, N. 8. Of
the 198 passengers, who salled on
the Valiant, Mr. Smith says that
he and Mr. Thonas Fawcett of
Salisbury, N. B., are the only
survivors of which he Is aware.
Mr. Pawcett is in his 84th year
and Mr, Smith in his 85th.

“The voyage lasted 73 days.

“Captain Izzard died on his next
voyage and is buried in the Qld
Cemetery in Charlcttetown.

“The ship Valiant was a float-
ing chapel in 1830.

“Mr Smith will have the grati-
tude of hundreds of the descend-
ants of the parties above ment-
fonei in thus making public an
important event in the history
of the Island and welding a link
in the chain of circumstances
which connects the earlier day of
the province with those of the
present generation.”

Weekly Livestock
And Market Report

Cattle prices continued thelir ve-
cent downward trend, with the cur-
rent week’s trading at $1.00 to $2.00
or more below the previous week
and with steers of the better grades
taking the heaviest losses. This
condition was common in all mar-
ket centres. The principal factors

were depressed United States mar-

kets and a lack of sufficient stock
cars to ship out readily the heavy
b arrfvals. Shippers were cautioned
to consult selling agencies or ulti-
mate buyers before loading stock
for the open market. The tendency
\ was easierin the calf and lamb
markets but price declines were not
extensive. Hogs were ungharged.
Fastern (attle Markets

Another heavy cattle run was
handled at Toronto, but buying on
United States account was in fair
volume, Price levels, however,
were lower to the extent of $1.00
to $2.00, with some spots in: the
market down $3. Some cholce
weighty steers went at $24 to $25
and butcher steers up to $21, an oc-
casional $22, while the bulk of the
sales were considerably below these
figures. Some good feeders were
taken at this market at $19 to
$20.50. Trading was very draggy
at Montreal and buyers were not
offering bids on some 400 cattle
still in pens at the close. Prices
were down $2.00 to $3.00, with a
load of good steers taken at $23,
others froin $20 down, and good
cows $15 to $16 and a shade high-
er. In the Maritimes, good to
choice steers and heifers were quot-
ed at $17 to $18, f.o.b.

Western Cattle Markets

Arrivals of cattle at western
market centres were again falrly
heavy, both by rail and truck.
While buying on United States ac-
count was considerable, a tempor-
ary shortage of stock cars to handle
readily cattle moving across the
line had the cffect of slowing up
trading and bringing about a gen-
eral overhauling of prices. All
classes at Winnipeg shared in the
decline, with an odd load of the
better steers making $22 to $24 but
most sales from $20 down; while
Calgary closed 50c to $1.00 lower
with good to choice steers quoted
at $19 to $22. Edmonton had a
liberal quantity of plain cattle but
here also the stock car shortage re-
sulted in an accumulation of cattle
already sold but which could not
be moved south, thereby causing a
shortage of yardage space and a

warning to shippers to exercise
caution in fresh deliveries in the
immediate future. Best of the

steers at Edmonton were $20 to
$21, an odd $22; Prince Albert up
to $22; Moose Jaw $21; Saskatoon
$22; Regina $21; and Vancouver $20
to $24.

Exports of slaughter and feeding
cattle to the United States during
the week totalled 20,487. This
places the total since Aug. 16 at
102,614 head.
