CASH VALUE OF TOURISTS.

Some experiences of the little town of
Orillia, on Take Simz:oe, Oantario wiil per-
haps serve to give our readers an idea of
the cash value of tourists to a town or
municipality. The town is a small one,
not half so populous as Charlottetown
and though prettily situated has by no
means so many advantages as our own
city as a summer resort. Some citizens of
Orillia conceived the idea that the town
ought to be made known as a desirable

of the southern and inland cities of the
States could find rest and coolness during
the summer months.

The local Board of Trade was reorgan-
ised in 1898 to give prominence and effect
to this idea. The local papers were per-
suadel to set forth the advantages of the
place as a resort. The daily papers in
some of the southern cities were used be-
fore the seasun opened to advertisz the
attractions and iaducements waich the
town afforded. The rzlilway and traus-
portation companies were interested.
About $23) in all was spentin advertising.
That covered the cost of cuts, of new spdp-
er space, a summer resort guide, ete.,—
small sum compared with the results.

The results far outstripped expectations.
The hotel accommodation of the town
last year was totally inadequate to accom-
modate the influx of visitors. Eighty
three persons came from New Orleans
alone by actual count, besides numbers
from Washington, Pittsburg, Cleveland,
Buffalo, New York and other cities. Or-
illia citizens, gave up thelr residences for
July and August to visitors at a rental of
$100 to $200 each. They were leased fur-
nished as they stood; the family walked
out and the owners went camping or else-
where for two months while the tourists
moved in. And in addition to the rentals,
and the increased revenues to the hotels

it is estimated that the visitors spent any-

local merchants.
The experience of Coburg, Ont. has been
quite similar to that of Orillia. Coburg is

uated on Lake Ontario,and there the sum-
mer tourist trade has steadily increased
during ten or twelve years past. It has
attracted a very wealthy class of ‘visitors
from the United States. In Coburg, in ad-
case of Orillia, a decided increase in the
value of real estate resulted. The visitors
in many  cases purchased  resi-
dences or building lots, thus assuring
their anuual return in the future. The

What an impetus the distribution of that
much foreign capital in such small places
must give can readily be understod by
practical persons.
