All things considered, the P. B, I,
Provincial Exhibition for 1918 is a'
distinet success. Up to the present,
the weather has been all that could
he desired. The real gide of the ex-!
hibition, the agricultural, induﬂtrlal,'
economical and art and live stock
exhibits, is on the whole of avérage
merit, and in some respects bhetter.

The entertainment side, with the
varied attractions of horse ‘races
aerial exhilyltions, vaudeville per-

formances, as conducted 'by the man-
agement of the 18xhibition, and priv-
ately organized side-shows carried on
in booths on the grounds, is also
good. The attendance'has been ex-
cellent. Though there were not many
on the opening day yesterday’'s at-
tendance reached a record figure. 1t
is estimated that between 9,000 and
10,000 persons passed through the
turnstiles in - the course of the day;
and 'such a number is far in ‘excess
of any previous attendance at the
first day’'s races, the largest attend-

ance being on the second day -  of
the races, There were fully 8ix
thousand . assembled on the driving

park to witness the races and the
other attractions, and the stand was
filled to a greater extent than /ever
before,

People have come from all over the
Island and from various parts of the
Maritime Provinces to ‘attend  the
fair, and they have not come in vain;
as ‘every moment of their time spent
on the Exhibition grounds is filled
in with something of interest, amuse-
ment or entertainment. The e¢x-
hibits, whether of live stock, or of
produce of the ground, or of indus-
trial or art specimens, have been
of the greatest interest, while the
special trades booths have had their
full share of attention.

Neither frnit nor vegetables,
grain or field roots are up to the
standard of last year’s exhibit, par-
ticularly as regards quantity, but in
regpect to quality there has been lit-
tle falling oft from the average, in
fact progress in several directions in
this particular is noticeable.

The exhibits of dairy products are
gtrong as regards quantity and qual-
ity both, the quality of the butter
and cheese in export packages being
first-class.

In the ladies’ fancy work and the
arts and economical sections, the ex-
hibits are exceptionally good both in
number and standard.

The live stock exhibit is easily the
beat of any of the classes. Bxcellent
herds are shown in all the different
clasges of  cattle, except perhaps
Shorthorns, though in this respect
there  are  several individual ex-
hibits, Holsteins are repre,
gented principally by the herds  of
Lee and Clark and J. M. Laird.
