their own backyard, they began
to consider  some other {fishing
system which would allow them o
catch more big lobsters than small
ones. They Xnew where the big
lobsters fed. Years of {fishing
experience - had given them that
knowledge. And so the “bunch”
system was devised,.

The Bunch System

In the “bunch” system, 15 {raps
are used. They are placed on the
gunwales of the boat, eight on one
side and seven on the other, One
line connects the 15 traps with a
bouy and anchor attached to each
end of the line. As those traps are
spaced no further apart than they
were on the lines run under the
old systerm, the line connecting
the “bunch,” is no more than on2-
seventh as long as the one used 30
years ago. It, therefore, is particul-
arly effective 'when the fisherman
wishes to “fish” those small and
scattered areas where he knows
from previous experience that the
big lobsters abound. All he has to
do is to “chug-chug” along in his
motor boat until he arrives over
the “bottom” where he knows
the big lobsters are. Then he slows
down his motor, drops the first
anchor and, a little later, his first
buoy, Then, one by one as the
gentle speed of the boat carries the
line over the stern, the traps,
weighted with ballast -and baited,
slide off the gunwale into the sea.

in coal and over eight hundred
dollars in groceries were given out
at that time. If I had had any idea
then what the past winter was
going to be like, you can well
imagine that the extra funds
would have been saved for it. By
the end of March 1947, our balance
was small, We cut down to medicine
only, in order that there would be
enough left to keep us going until
our collection in June, which
realized us the eum ‘of over
thirteen hundred dollars. This was
considered quite successful in com-
parison with preceding years,
thanks being due to our hard
working lady collectors and com-
mittee, But why shouldn’'t we be
able to reach an objective of three
thousand dollars or thereabouts,
for the size of the population.
Then coal and groceries could be
glven out mext winter, after all
the money is used for the poor
and needy in our own town,

This winter, with so many coming
for help, medicine only was given
out, except for the odd exception of
a very extreme case or s0. We spent
almost seventy dollars for coal, this
of course, included what was used t0
heat the -Dispensary. We had
twenty-five dollars from the estale
of the late Dr. S, R. Jenkins, also
twenty-five «Jollars from the estate
of Samuel Dixon. Over eighty
dollars was spent on groceries, the
rest being covered by the City.
One Charlottetown lady  still
supplies milk for two needy
families. We spent over twelve

hundred dollarg for tmedicine. There

were many prescription slips to
be filled, These are always ex-
pensive. Our balance, of $144.00,
at the end of our year, March
1948, was lower than last year.

At Christmas, with the kind help
of two of our local nurses and one
stenographer, we packed and gave
75 %boxes and shop-
ping bags containing dinners, also

over forty-five childrens bags con-

taining mitts, stockings, candy,
fruit, and toys. Christmas Cheer
cost us almpst five hyndred
ollars. The Christmas money,
hich came to three hundred and
sixteen dollars, a higher stn than
the preceding year, helped to cover
this. The Rotarians annual gener-
ous cheque of one hundred dollars
was included in this amount. We
also had welcome donations of
groceries,
toys, etc., from many good friends
which were gratefully received and
acknowledged.

One of our well known citizens,
who has always ‘been a very
enerous friend to the Dispensary,
went around himself a week be-
fore Christmag and. delivered huge
boxes of groceries to sixty-five
needy families,
