The vast sum. of money spent on
alcoholic beverages is often excus-
»d by those who do not stop to ex-
amine the question thoroughly, by
the argument that the Liquor
Traffic creates an additional
market for agricultural  products.
But is this demand adequate to ex-

cuse the waste in money and
manhood that results from  the
Traffic?

The capital invested in the
brewing industry in Canada is in
round figures = $58,000,000. The

value of the raw products used is
$15.000,000.

The same sum invested in butter
And cheere-making accounts for
$54,000,500 of material, while twoe
thirds of it, devoted to the bread
and baking industry, requires $23,-

000 worth of raw products.

Thus it 1s'seen that the brewing
Industry produces for itself wealth,
with a vemy low purchase of raw
products, when compared witt In-
dustries t®at serve the funda-
mental needs of the home and of
our Canadian citizenry.
