Test Station show that it takes on
the average about 550 lbs. of & mix-
ed balanced ration to develop a
hog from 30 lbs, to 200 lbs. lve
weight. This is on straight g’rnln
feeding without mliik or roots of
any kind. Such a ration might, in
a rough way, be made up as fol-

lows:

500 lbs. barley, wheat, oats, middl-
ings or any mixture of these fee
at $1.60 per cwt. $8.00
50 lbs. fishmeal or tankage at

$4.50 per cwt. 2.

Cost of pig, if purchased 4.50

200 lbs. live hogs or 130 1bs.

A clear profit of almost $10.00 per
pig with the manure extra.
