Kensington Dairying
Co-op. Ass. Meeting

—A #pecial general meeting of
the shareholders and patrons of
Kensington Dairying Co-operative
Assoclation, Limited, was held in
the King George Hall, Kensington,
on Tuesday, July 13, 1948. The
president, Mr, Louls O'Connor pre-
sided, and addressed the meeting.
He briefly reviewed the beginning
of the Co-operative, now in its
fourth year, which, instead of be-
ing organized in the acoepted
manner of such bodies, after thor-
ough study, grew from an organ-
ization already formed and in-
stead of starting at the bottom,
“we started at the top trying to
work down.,” “Each year,” he said,
“6% is set aside for the purpose of

an educational fund.”

This year, 400 copies of the book-
let, Co-operation, the Plan for To-
morrow, which Works Today, had
been mailed to the patrons, and
Mr. O'Connor urged that study
groups be formed to study this
booklet, on Co-operation, which,
“‘after all, is exactly what the term
implies, co-operating with one an-
other, or working together for our
own common good. The success
of any enterprise ultimately de-
pends on the individual efforts of
oach memaber.”

He gave a brief summary of the
business since the annual meeting
in March when the financial state-
ment showed a profit for the year
of $4602.80, to be returned to the
shareholders and patrons in the
form of patronage dividends, and

it was unanimously decided by the |

meeting that this patronage divi-
dend be left in the business, and
taken up in the form of shares to
help finance the business,

Of the 485 sharing in the patron-
age dividend to an amount over
50 cents, 273 have consented to
leave that dividend in the form of
shares. So far $4,461.26 has been
recejved, $3,058.86 from the divi-
