Strange Tales Told
' by Explorer from

|
{

EDMONTON,. Alta., - Aug. 4.—
Strange tales have ‘been told by
lexplorers from Sub-Arctic regions
{but none more strange than those
{of Frank.Perry, mining engineer
of Vancouver, who is back to eiy-
ilization after 17 years lone pros-
pecting in an immense unknown
territory in far ‘Northern British

Columbia, close 1o the Yukon
boundary. Discovery of an al-
most tropical valley, with rivers

of boiling water and many miner-
al springs, abnormal plant growth
anfl plentiful with game, is re-
ported by Mr. Perry.

The area of the terrain in
which the engineer has been tra-
velling for the past seventeen
vears is roughly 700 miles north
and south and; 300 miles wide
it lies ‘between the coasta] range
and the Liard and Fort Nelson
rivers, and contains factors hith-
erto unknown to Canadians,

For mineral reasons, Mr, Parry
at the present time, is pot divul-
ging the exact location of the
“hot water” valley which he came
upon in the depth of winter, The
unusual sight of a heavy fog in
winter attracted him to the vall-
ey and later exploration showed
it to be approximately 200 miles
long and about. forty
Rivers of hot water  ran through
it fed by hundreds of hot sptrings,
which bubbled out of the_ ground
