WHY A TEACHERS FEDERATION ?

From the time of the early
Guilds tradesmen, professional men,
laborers, etc. have banded them-
selves together, first, for mutual aid
and protection, and, later, that
they might by scientific r
and specialization, be enabled
give increased service in their re-
spective fields.

What are the threefold duties of

teachers? (1) To train the minds
of children and open up to them
the field of knowledge and thus
fix them for the business of mak-
ing a living, (2) To safeguard the
health and physical well-being of
those whom we throw the
torch, (3) Lastly, but most im-
portant of all to mould the char-
acter and develop healthy spiritual
and moral values in the children
which will enable them to be use-
ful citizens.
l Is it not desirable, then, and even
necessary, that those who are en-
|gaged in this most complex and
{important business of teaching
should have a strong, live, and ac-
tive union? The need for such is
clearly evident in the light of a
recenf, pronouncement appearing in
the Report of the Rowell-Sirois
Commission which stated “tha
9tdu?.aftion should have to fight for
its life.”

meetings for the wenty years
of our Teachers' g:a‘deratlon one ls
forcibly reminded of the part our
Island teachers have always taken
in promoting our educational in-
terests. They have ever been in the
forefront in bettering our educa-
itional conditions, and have been
largely responsible for any Iim-
jpr(j)vements we as teachers today
enjoy.
Our - educational officials have
nothing but the highest praise for
the Teachers’ Federation. In fac
our Supervisors have repeatedly ex-
pressed themselves as desiring that
ievery teacher belong to the Fed-
eration.

What are the chief functions of
the Teachers’ Federation? (1) To
work unceasingly to' make the
ibusiness of teaching a profession,
\with a living wage and a reason-
iable degree of security for teach-
ers. Teaching Is not a profession
jin our Province; the average wage
paid our rural teachers for a year's
work would not buK three month's
iservice of an unskilled carpenter
{in puilding an airport; by no stretch
of the imagination can we picture
a young man or woman entering
la position with less chance for
'promotion than in our teaching
service. ‘This Is very unfortunate
for those who find teaching their
vocation, But they are not the
ones who suffer the most.  They
have adopted teaching of their
free will, and, when they come to
the time of life when young men
and young women normally settle
down and make a home for them-
selves, they are free to leave the
teaching service and seek othar
Ipusitions offering a decent living
|wage and opportunities for promo-
tion with increased pay as their
iabilities increase. At that they
have not wasted their time, for the
.treining they recelve in teaching
will be of incalculable benefit to
them in whatever line of worl
they may later find themselves. The

in other places, and, If we fini
any educational improvements else-
where which would benefit our
system, be applicable to our condi-
fons and within the means of
people, we should bring them
before the public and the proper
authorities that they may apply
them to our needs without delay.
Individuals would not have much
force in matters of this kind, but a
federation of teachers can speak
with a loud voice, and, from its
nature, an authorative voice which
should be heard and heeded.
What should’ be the relations of
the individual teacher to the Fed-
eration? If the Federation is a
good thing, and emphatically it s,
then it would follow that it is the
duty of every teacher (1) To join
the Federation and contribute to
its support. Every  organization
must have money to carry on its
work, (2) To attend all meetings
and take an active part in the pro-
ceedings. This not only makes for
an interesting and worth-while
meeting but also gives the Super-
intendent and Supervisors an ex-
cellent opportunity to present ma-
terial, give information, or make
announcements, as well as giving
the heads of the organization a
chance to inform all teachers of the
part they are expected to take in
plans which they have decided for
the future. (3) To be unswerving-
1y loyal to their organization, and
particularly so to the officers, many
of whom give unstintingly of their
time and enegy, without recom-
