What had happened since the speech from the
Throne had been delivered to make Mr, King
change his mind? At that time conditio‘ns ware
much worse than they are today, when victory is
coming our way,

“This matter does not affect the province of
Quebec onlv,” said Mr. Duplessis, “it is a mat-
ter of all the provinces, especially of the Mari-
umes. Today it is our turn, tomorrow it will
be the turn of another province, or provinces
to sufier. \When (Juchec asks that its autonomy
be respected, Quebee is claiming this not only
for itself but for all the provinces.

“In the Maritimes are three provinces, though
the combined area is less than half that of Que-
bec, and the combined population less than that
of Montreal. Just try to have those three pro-
vinces merged into one. When Saskatchewan
and Alberta were created, they were each created
a separate province. Saskatchewan was not made
a part of Manitoba nor Alberta a part of Bri-
tish Columbia. Who would think now of merg-
ing into one province!”

“The rights of minorities know no boun-
daries,” continued Mr. Duplessis, “nor was it
& question of race or creed.

“At a time when we are fighting for the rights
of minorities we do not want to give the im-
pression that Hitler, that man without a word
of honor, without any respect for treaties, is
being imitated. The best way to encourage a
man to be bad is to imitate him.”

The status of the inter-provin-
clal agreement of 1866 is clearly
defined in the 1937 judgment of
His Majesty's Privy Council, P, 108,

Speaking in Montreal in 1883,
Lord Carnarvon said in effect that
the BN.A. Act should be inter-
preted as “a treaty of alliance”; it
seems to me also, that Lord Carn-
arvon and Lord Tring should be
included in the Confederation:
Fathers. Of course no change can
be made in an Act of the British
Parliament except by that Parlia-
ment, so that “safeguard” is the
automatic result of having the
inter-provincial ~agreement  sanc-
tioned by that Parliament.

Almost from the time the Cone
federation established
tempts have been made occasion-
i ally to break that Imperial con-
nection. In December, 1935, the
Dominijon invitzd the provinces to
a joint conference without advance
notice of what was to be discuss=
ed and within a few minutes after
the constitutional committee met
with Justice Minister LaPointe as
chairman, the provinces were ask-
ed to agree to give the federal
parliament the power to have the
final word, le., to break the Im-
perial connection; and all the pro-
vinces expressed their willingness
except New Brunswick. Conse-
auently the conference adjourned

The 8th Army

How the famous 8th army came
being is told by Ian Hay in the
London Deily Mail. He recalls that
it began as part of the Franco-Brit-
ish-Expeditionary Force  early in
1840. This force was sent to Egypt
to protect that country, and especi-
ally to protect the Suez Canal, Now
the French have always felt and
claimed a sort of proprietary interest
in the canal, and the French force
meking up the expedition was larg-
er than the  British. Weynnd'l
name bulked larger than Wavell's.
The difference was that in June of
1040 Weygand’s army ceased to
fight. It associated itself, or rather
its commander did, with the col-
lapse of European France. 8o
Wavell, at the time outnumbered by
five to one by the Italians, was left
holding the bag. His own strength
at the time consisted of an armor-
ed unit, formerely the 11th Hussars,
used as & mobile frontier, force, and
some detachments of infantry made
up from the Coldstream Guards, the
King's Royal Rifle Corps and some
Free French units.
