LGMONT BAY AND  MT
CARMEL EXHIBITION

The Egmont Bay and Mont Carmel
Exhibition, which was held yesterday,
was a great success. The attendance
was very large and the number of
exhibits was greater than usual.

The judging was done by Prof.'s
Ross, Reid and Tennant and Mr J. A.
Clark, Superintendent of the Experi-
mental Farm. The number of horges
out was greater than usual, and some
of them were of excellent quality. In
cattle the Ayrshires were superior.
In the class for aged bulls of this breed
three extra good ones entered the ring.
After considerable inspection the red
ticket was awarded to the Club bull
from St Chrysostom, a large deep-
bodied bull of excellent quality, six
years old.

In the class for aged cattle a large
and deep-bodied cow, owned by Stanis-
laus Gallant, of St Chrysostom, came
first. Mr Gallant also showed a very
fine heifer out of this cow. In Hol-
steins some fine cows, heifers and
bulls were shown. Shorthorns were
not up to the mark. A very excellent
yearling bull, purchased last spring
by the farmers club at Maximville
from Professor Ross, came into the
ring. He should make a great im-
provement in the shorthorn cattle of
the district,

Both sheep and pigs were better
than usual. Very little poultry was
shown, and the quality was not extra.

In the building the exhibits were
excellent. There were eleven exhibits
of large smooth swede turnips and
five of soft. The potatoes were large,
some of them much too large. In two
baskets every potato weighed over a
Ib.  The pumpkins too, were very
large, and there were fourteen entries
of beans, The women’s department was
also well filled, and some good sam-
ples of fruit were shown.

The Fair was formally opened by
His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor
at 2 p.m. He congratulated the people
on their splendid exhibition and then
dddressed them on the needs of the
war.

Prof. Ross dwelt on the value of
the exhibition in stimulating every
farmer to do his very best. He pointed
out that 1563 out of the 200 Institute

and that there had not yet been any
result of the representations of the
Dominion Government and the British
Consul at Washington to the U. 8.
Government in the matter. The
Secretary also stated that in reply to
a telegram by the Council of the Board
to Ottawa two Potato Inspectors had
come to the Island and had been carry-
ing out a series of investigations, and
that the first time they came to town
the Council of the Board would consult
with them.

A letter was read from the St John
Board of Trade, inquiring about the
industries of the Province and the out-
look for a continuance of bhusiness re-
lations during the war. A committee
of three, Messrs: Jenkins, Higgs and
Hyndman, was appointed to look into
the matter and report thereon.

A communication from the British
Imperial Council of Commerce, ap-
pealing for unity in commerce during
the present war, stated that a Congress
of Chambers of Commerce would meet
next autumn in Toronto to discuss
questions of trade and commerce.
Messrs D. A, McKinnon, Buntain and
J. P. Gordon were appointed a com-
nllittee to deal with the communica-
tion.

Mr D. A. McKinnon moved the fol-
lowing resolution: “ Whereas the
shipping interests of the city of Char-
lottetown, in order to further the
equipment of this seaport for its in-
creasing trade and for the safety of
navigation, requires a pilotage to be
constituted, with local pilotage
authority;

“Resolved that this general meet-
ing of the Board of Trade instruct the
Council of this Board after considera-
tion, if deemed advisable, to make
application to His ixcellency the
Governor-General in Council to estab-
lish a new pilotage district and fix the
limits thereof comprising the navig-
able rivers flowing into the harbour
of Charlottetown, the harbour itself
and Hillsborough Bay, extending from
the harbour to an imaginery line to
this bay, or such other limits as to
His Excellency in Council may seem
meet; and further, that the pilotage
authority for such district be consti-
tuted by His Excellency in Council,
composed of three pilotage commis.
sioners, one to be appointed by His
Excellency in Council, one to be ap-
pointed by the City Council of the
said city, and one to e appointed by
the Council of this Board of Trade,”

The resolution having been (dis-
cussed, it was decided to refer it to
the Council of the Board for full con-
sideration,

The Secretary announced that owing
to the war it had been decided that
there would be no meeting of the
Maritime Board: of Trade this year,
