TO TAKE OUT OLD TREE
STUMPS FROM GARDEN
Pirst drill two-inch holes deep
into the stump. A red hot poker
will make the holes wide enough
Into each hole put two ounces of
saltpeter Fill the balance of the
hole with water and cork with clay
or mud. Leave for several days
until this liquid peneirates into
the wood. When hole is dry fill
with paraffin and set on fire. At
first it will burn slowly but the
fire will gradually follow the route
of the saltpeter and the entire
stump will burn. &
