NUERNBERG, Aug. 11 — (AP)—

The top secret files of Martin
i Bormann have yielded evidence |
| that Hitier believed in war every ,
15 or 20 years as a good thing for
the German people.

This is disclosed in a memoran-
dum found by Dr. Robert M. W.
Kempner in his preparation of the
case against Ribbentrop's Foreign
Office. The memo related a con-
versation between Hitler and his
party leader, the elusive Bormann.

Bormann relayed the memoran-

| dum to all high officials in the

various ministries. It is dated Aug.

' 19, 1641, eight weeks after the in-

vasion of Russia by the Wehr-
| macht.

The writer quoted Hitler direct-
ly as saying:

“If one wants to wish the Ger-
man people something good then
! it should be that it could have a
war every 156 or 20 years.

“An army whose only objective
is to maintain the peace leads boi

‘plnylnz soldlers. One has only to
look at Sweden or Switzerland. |
Otherwise such an army becomes |
s danger of a revolutionary nat- i
ure.” .

However, only two years later
Hitler wrote that Jodl informed
him i1t would cost 800,000 men to
defeat the ‘*play soldier” Swiss

Hitler explained casualties to
the people through the Bormann
note this way:
