THE PERSONELL OF

THE COMMISSION ON
TECHNICAL EDUCATION

The Royal Commission on Ind.
Arial Training and Technical Kduca-
tion will arrive in this city tonight
from Sydney, C. B., and will be at
the Victorih. Arrangements are row
being made to receive the Commis-
sion and suitable witnesses will ~ be’
secured to give evidence hefore them
of the matters pertaining to the ob-
jects of the enquiry.

The commission is composed of sev-
en, the perfect number, possibly em-'
blematic of the results that will be
accomplished through its work.

Dr. James W. Robertson, the chair-
man, hegan his public career in Can-
ada when in 1886 he was appointed
professor of dairy husbandry in -the
Ontario Agricultural College, Guelph.
In 1890 he became the first - dairy
commissioner for the Dominion and
agriculturist to the Central Experi-
mental Farm, Ottawa. Five years la-
ter he was made ‘the first commis-
sioner of agriculture and dairying
for the Dominion. ¢

Dr. Robertson relinquished that of-
fice. to manage the construction and
organization of the Macdonald Col-
lege, which includes agriculture,
household science, and the training
of teachers, and with funds supplied
by Sir William Macdonald provided
manual training in all the Provinces
of the Dominion. He has frequently

been sent to England on missions
connected with the marketing of
Canadian « products, the matter of

transportation services -and
known the opportunities and re-
sources of Canada. Dr. Robertson
has received honorary degrees from
Queen’s, Toronto, New Brunswick,
McGill and other universities.

Hon. John Neville, Armstrong, re-
presentative of the Maritime Provin-
ces on the commission, is a barrist-
er by profession. He studied at Har-
vard University, and merits the re-
putation of heing one of the most
widely informed public men in East-
ern Canada.
