Dominion PropOs_avls'
Not Satisfactery Says

Premier

(By The Canadian Press)

HALIFAX, Jan. 26—The WFederal

Government’s stand at the Dom-+
inion-Provincial conference Aug,
6, 1945, on financial relations was
not. satisfactory to his province,
Premier Angus L. Macdonald of
Nova Scotia said today in the
text of the provincial submlsslon
he will present when the ccnfer-
ence reconvenes in . Ottawa on
Monday.
Answers received by the Nova
Scotia delegation to questions on
flelds of taxation for the Domin-
ion and_ the provinces ‘“are not
satisfactory to the Government of
Nova Scotia, and until the Dymin-
ion Government gives firmer and
clearer assurances on these mat-
ters, it seems to the Nova Scotia
Government that there, can be no
successful termination of this con-
ference,” the submission released
today said.

“It is obvious that if the Domin-
ion continues to encroach upon
the field of direct taxation, it will,
in time, put the plovlnccs in a
position where their entire reve-
nue will have to be found in_the
form of grants made by the Dom-
inlon Government tb the provin-

1 eral policies upon

ces, Such' a consummation dm)ear‘s
to+us to be contrary to the whaly
spirit . of - confeceeration, " and it
would be unacceptable to the Gov-
ernment of Nova Scotia

“It seems to the Government of
Nova Scotia that :ny financial a-
greements bptween the Doiinion
and the provinces of Canada must
have regard to the relative wealth
and taxable capacity of each prov-
irice.

Unsound Basis

“We do not believe that popula-
tion alone 1is_a sound basis [or
drfermining Dominion grants to
the province,

“A per capita grant which might
be sufficient for one province p
might prove inadequate for anoth-
er lrss wealthy province, or might,
on the other hand, be excessive
for a province which is fortunate-
ly placed because of its geographi-
cal position, its greater natural
resources, or {ts favored position
in the Canadian. economy.

“The Government of Nova Sco-
tia believes- that grants from the
Dominion to the provinces can
never be an adequate remedy for
the injurious effects of certain
federal polities upon the province,
notably in the matter of tariffs

and transportation.

"Bubs!dlel from one government
to another do little more than
make it easier for the receiving
government to balance its hud;;ot
ey do not materially ralse the
economic level of the people of
the province. The ideal condition
would be found when all provinces
of the Dominion would have such
revenues and such levels of econ-
omic ‘well belng among their peo-

ple as to make the . granting of
subnldles by the Dominion Gov-
ernment unnecessary.

“Nevertheless, subsidles have
heen paid by the Dominion to all

rovinces since Confederation. and

F may be that for one reason or
another subsidies will always be
tequired.

“We would, therefore, be pre-
pared ‘to consider, a proposal for a
-suitable irreducible grant calcu.
lated on a basis common to all
provinces.

Fiscal Need

“It must be realized, however,
that certain’ provinces in spite of
competent and economic adminis-
tratfon. and restriction. of expendl-
tures to cover provincial purposes,
find themselves unable to main-
tain the standard of ‘government
gervices normal throuighout Can-
